1.
Purpose.  To establish policies, responsibilities, and procedures applicable to motor vehicle and pedestrian traffic management systems aboard NAS Pensacola, which include:


a.
The establishment and enforcement of traffic regulations.


b.
The registration and admission of vehicles aboard the base.


c.
The evaluation of driving performance of personnel serving in or employed by the military service aboard the station.


d.
The administration of court systems for handling violators of traffic or motor vehicle regulations.

2.
Cancellation.  NASPNCLAINST 5560.5S

3.
Background.  The objective of motor vehicle traffic management is to provide safe and efficient movement of vehicles, material, and persons to a desired destination.  A traffic management program must provide the required coordination between officials and agencies having responsibilities in such areas as traffic engineering, laws and regulations, police, traffic supervision, motor vehicle administration, and other related functions which contribute to this objective.  As directed by reference (a), specific programs and procedures used in this program will be based on Department of Defense Standards and, where possible, National Highway Safety Standards.

4.
Definition of Terms

a.
Driver or Operator.  Any person who drives or is in actual physical control of a vehicle or steering a vehicle being towed by a vehicle.
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b.
Enforcement Personnel.  Any person authorized by competent authority to direct or control traffic and issue citations to or apprehend violators of traffic regulations.


c.
Mandatory Court Appearance.  Consists of, but is not limited to, speeding, reckless driving, DUI, accidents involving government vehicles, driving while impaired, expired tags, expired or suspended driver license, no insurance, open container of alcoholic beverage, and fleeing the scene of an accident.


d.
License to Operate a Motor Vehicle.  Any lawful, valid operator's or chauffeur's license or permit to operate a privately owned motor vehicle or a vehicle belonging to the Federal Government, issued per applicable regulations.


e.
Motor Vehicle.  Any vehicle which is self-propelled but not operated on rails.


f.
Moving Violation.  A violation of any traffic law, ordinance, or regulation which was established primarily with the goal of making streets or highways safe.  Moving violations typically involve unsafe acts or conditions.


g.
Nonmoving Traffic Violation.  A violation of any traffic law, ordinance, or regulation affecting the use or protection of streets or highways.  Said laws need not be established primarily with the goal of making streets or highways safe.


h.
Operation Privilege.  The conditional privilege extended by the Commanding Officer to an individual permitting the operation of motor vehicles within the boundaries of NAS Pensacola.  This privilege is subject to suspension or revocation by the Commanding Officer.


i.
Pedestrian.  Any person on foot.


j.
Point System.  An administrative aid for evaluating driving performance by assessment of weighted point values for traffic violations.


k.
Registration.  The registration certificate or registration plates issued under the laws of a state or foreign country.  Also, registration identification issued under the terms of this instruction for motor vehicle operation aboard NAS Pensacola.


l.
Revocation of Operator's Driving Privilege.  The termination, by official action of the issuing authority, of an individual's driving privilege to operate a motor vehicle on board NAS Pensacola.  Personnel who have had their driving privileges restricted may apply for reinstatement on or after the restricted period of time to the Traffic Court Administrator.  Personnel who have had their driving privileges suspended and who wish to request restoration of driving privileges prior to expiration of suspension will submit a letter of appeal to the Commanding Officer of NAS Pensacola.  Driving privileges will be restored only upon approval by the Commanding Officer of NAS Pensacola.
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m.
Suspension of Operator's Driving Privilege.  The temporary withdrawal, by official action of the issuing authority, of an individual's driving privilege to operate a motor vehicle.  When taken by the Commanding Officer of NAS Pensacola, this action will be for a specified period up to a maximum of 2 years.


n.
Traffic.  Pedestrians, vehicles, or any other conveyances, singly or together, using any street or highway for the purpose of travel.


o.
Traffic Control(s).  Systems, methods, and devices (including signs, signals, markings, lighting, cones, and barriers) for the purpose of regulating, warning, or guiding traffic.


p.
Traffic Supervision.  Keeping traffic in order on streets and highways, within existing regulations, to make their use safe and expeditious.  This term includes:



(1)
Traffic law enforcement as it applies to regulations relating to use of streets and highways, and ownership and operation of motor vehicles.



(2)
Traffic Direction and Control.  Providing information, direction, and instruction to drivers and pedestrians which will aid them in reaching their destination safely and lawfully.



(3)
Traffic Accident Investigation.  Includes, but is not limited to, aid to the injured, protection of property and evidence, on-the-scene control of traffic, examination and recording of evidence, interview of those involved, questioning of witnesses, and submission of an official report.


q.
Motor Vehicle Accident.  An unintentional event resulting in injury or damage, involving one or more motor vehicle.

5.
Information

a.
Operator's Driving Privileges.  The operation of a vehicle on board NAS Pensacola constitutes a conditional privilege extended by the Commanding Officer, NAS Pensacola.  NOTE:  By accepting permission to enter NAS Pensacola, a vehicle operator gives implied consent to a blood, urine, or breath test if the operator is suspected to be under the influence of alcohol or drugs (see subparagraph 5d).  Individuals desiring the privilege will meet the following sustaining conditions:



(1)
Comply with laws and regulations governing motor vehicle operation on board NAS Pensacola as outlined in enclosures (1) through (5).



(2)
Comply with the requirements for station registration, as directed by reference (b) and outlined in enclosure (4).



(3)
Possess, while operating a motor vehicle, and produce on demand of law enforcement personnel, vehicle registration, valid driver license, and, except for mopeds, proof of liability insurance, military personnel Armed Forces ID Card (DD Form 2), or civilian employees U.S. Government Identification Card (Optional Form 55).
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b.
Inspection of Individuals and Automobiles


(1)
The Security Officer, NAS Pensacola, is hereby authorized to conduct random inspections of individuals and vehicles entering and leaving, or on board, NAS Pensacola.  Persons found with illegal contraband, government property, or in violation of current laws or instructions will be apprehended.  The vehicle operator and/or passenger(s) shall be culpable for violations of all laws and/or provisions of these regulations.  A complete written report will be forwarded to appropriate commands for legal and/or administrative action.  Refusing consent of search will be justification for the Security Department to immediately remove the subject's decal and administratively restrict the vehicle and the subject's driving privileges on board NAS

Pensacola for a minimum of 1 year.



(2)
Owners and operators of privately owned vehicles which are found to contain illegal drugs or contraband on board NAS Pensacola shall be prohibited from operating a motor vehicle on board NAS Pensacola for 1 year.  Contraband, for the purpose of this instruction, refers to any illegal drug and/or drug paraphernalia, stolen government property, firearms not registered or held in accordance with NASPNCLAINST 5500.1D, or any other item the possession of which is in and of itself illegal.  Drug detection dogs will be used for random inspections of vehicles on entry to and/or exit from NAS Pensacola.  Appropriate disciplinary action may be taken against offenders in addition to whatever civil or criminal charges are made.  Upon notification by the Commanding Officer, NAS Pensacola, of the revocation or suspension of a person's driving privileges, the NAS Pensacola Security Officer shall not allow said person to operate a motor vehicle on board NAS Pensacola.  Individual violators who are civilian or contract personnel suspected of trafficking drugs may be permanently barred from the base.  Driving privileges can be restored only by the Commanding Officer, NAS Pensacola, after the period of suspension and the operator is otherwise qualified or a successful appeal is made.  Nothing in this instruction will prevent the Commanding Officer from taking more severe administrative action in any case where circumstances of the offense are deemed appropriate.



(3)
Persons convicted in civil courts for acts comprising similar conduct as described in subparagraph 5c will be subject to similar sanctions, regardless of where the conduct actually occurred.



(4)
Persons committing acts prohibited by subparagraph 5b(2) on other federal properties or military installations will also be subject to sanctions described in this instruction as though the offense occurred on board NAS Pensacola.



(5)
Any person who is issued a citation for a suspended or revoked state driver license, and/or driving under the influence will have their vehicle towed from NAS Pensacola by commercial wrecker at owner’s expense.


c.
Traffic Court.  A traffic court is hereby established to aid in the administration of the Motor Vehicle Traffic Management Program aboard NAS Pensacola.  This court will operate as an administrative body to take action as delegated herein and to advise the Commanding Officer concerning traffic violations.  As an administrative body, the court need not adhere to the fine lines regarding evidence required in courtroom practice, but will attempt to
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reach the truth of the matter, and will be fair and impartial in its actions.  The Traffic Court will be composed of a traffic administrator designated by the Commanding Officer.


d.
Alcohol and Drug Enforcement Program


(1)
Law enforcement personnel will normally detect Driving Under the Influence (drugs and/or alcohol) violators by observing unusual, abnormal, or illegal driver behavior.  Personnel exhibiting such behavior will be stopped immediately to determine the cause of the behavior and to take appropriate enforcement action.  Additionally, observation for impairment due to drugs or alcohol of all drivers involved in traffic accidents will be made by the NAS Pensacola law enforcement officers conducting the investigation.  When practical, behavioral tests shall be made of all persons when there are reasonable grounds to believe the individual was driving while under the influence of impairing substances.  These tests are required for drivers apprehended for suspicion of driving under the influence of alcohol.  Alcohol Influence Report, DD-1920, will be used by the police officer in examining, interpreting, and recording the results of the behavioral test.  The apprehending officer will request all persons suspected and/or charged with Driving Under the Influence (DUI) to submit to a chemical test (blood, breath, or urine) to determine the degree of intoxication.  The apprehending officer will use the Request for Chemical Test, NASP 6120/33.  If the person submits to a blood or urine test, the person will be transported to the Naval Hospital where such tests will be performed.  If submitting to a breath test, individuals will be transported to the Security Department where the test will be performed by certified intoxilyzer operators as specified by State of Florida law.  Only one of three tests is required.  In the event the person declines or refuses any of the offered tests, none will be given.  However, refusal will be the basis for administrative action, provided the following conditions are met:




(a) The investigating officer had reasonable cause to believe the person had been driving a vehicle on board NAS Pensacola while under the influence of alcohol and/or drugs.




(b) The person is warned failure to submit to or to complete such a test will result in the revocation of the privilege to operate a motor vehicle on board NAS Pensacola for a period of not less than 1 year.  All evidence gathered at scene of apprehension will be admissible into evidence in any proceedings that might follow.




(c) Individuals are instructed they do not have the right to have an attorney present before stating whether they will submit to a test or during the administration of the test.




(d) The apprehending officer will complete a sworn statement there was reasonable cause to believe such individual had been driving on the station while under the influence of alcohol and/or drugs, and the person had refused to submit to or failed to complete a test after having been requested to do so.
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(2)
An operator who is incapable, because of a mental or physical condition or injury, or one who gives a rational and informed consent to the administration of a chemical test, shall be given a blood or urine test at the Naval Hospital if deemed medically practical.  The testing will be given under the "implied consent" previously given by suspect at the time of entry aboard

NAS Pensacola, or when licensed by the state to operate a motor vehicle.



(3)
Chemical analysis of a person's blood or urine, in order to be considered as valid evidence of intoxication, must have been performed according to methods approved by the Medical Officer, Naval Hospital.  Chemical analysis of a person's breath, in order to be valid evidence of intoxication, must have been performed by an intoxilyzer technician, certified by the State of Florida.



(4)
The Traffic Court shall, for active duty military personnel, consider all legally obtained evidence in cases involving persons charged with driving while under the influence of alcohol and/or drugs, and shall be guided by the following when using the results of blood alcohol content test conducted pursuant to this instruction:




(a) A percentage of 0.05 or less by weight of alcohol in a person's blood gives rise to a presumption the person was not under the influence of alcohol to the extent the individual's faculties were impaired.




(b) More than 0.05 percent, but less than 0.08 percent by weight of alcohol in a person's blood gives rise to no presumption, but the test results may be considered together with all other relevant facts and circumstances.




(c) A percentage of 0.08 or more by weight of alcohol in a person's blood gives rise to a presumption the person was under the influence of alcohol to the extent their normal faculties were impaired.




(d) Percent of weight by volume of alcohol in the blood shall be based on grams of alcohol per 100 milliliters of blood.




(e) The presumptions set forth above are not considered conclusive but are to be considered together with all other relevant facts and circumstances.



(5)
All civilian, military retirees, reservists, their dependents, and visitors will be cited for driving under the influence on a Federal Magistrate Violation.



(6)
If, after a person has been convicted or administrative action has been taken for driving while under the influence of alcohol or drugs, and the person is screened by the station's medical, drug, and alcohol facilities and found to require treatment and rehabilitation, the person's driving privileges will not be restored until authorities consider the individual no longer a high safety risk on the highways.



(7)
Under no circumstances will a person who has been apprehended for suspected DUI, and a test has indicated a blood alcohol determination of 0.08 percent or greater, be allowed to drive a vehicle aboard NAS Pensacola within
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the next 8 hours following the time of apprehension.  Active duty military personnel will be released to their respective commands and all others placed in the Escambia County Correctional Facility.



(8)
Conviction for DUI/DWI committed in a state will be cause for revocation of driving privileges on all military installations and will be processed under the provisions of reference (c).



(9)
United States Federal Magistrates Court is utilized to adjudicate offenses committed under this program by other than military personnel (see references (d) and (e)).

6.
Scope.  The provisions of this instruction are applicable to all persons who own or operate private, commercial, or government vehicles aboard NAS Pensacola.

7.
Responsibilities

a.
The Security Officer is charged with supervising the traffic management program, including:



(1)
Developing and issuing station traffic regulations.



(2)
Administration of motor vehicle registration, traffic violations, driver record systems, and providing assistance in the accident prevention program.



(3)
Traffic direction and control.



(4)
Designation of spaces and areas in which the parking of vehicles is permitted, prohibited, or restricted based upon priority requirements and services of occupants of buildings as approved by the Commanding Officer.



(5)
Traffic law enforcement.



(6)
Traffic accident investigation.



(7)
Assembling traffic information in usable form; e.g., charts, graphs, statistics, narrative reports, and/or special studies.



(8)
Liaison with civil law enforcement and other agencies with common interest in military off-station driving.



(9)
Conducting police traffic supervision training.



(10) Coordinating and maintaining liaison with station Safety Officer and Safe Driving Council in matters pertaining to vehicle traffic safety and accident reporting.


b.
The Traffic Court, as established by this instruction, will function to judge the guilt or innocence of personnel holding an NASP Decal (e.g., DOD employees, active duty military, military reservists, military dependents, and retired military and dependents) who commit traffic violations, and administratively assess points and to suspend or revoke driving privileges on board NAS Pensacola (all operators as outlined in enclosure (5)).  The Court
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Officer assigned to conduct the Traffic Court will become familiar with references (a) through (j) and this instruction, and will report to the Executive Officer for briefing prior to sitting on the Court.  Base Traffic Court appearance is optional for minor traffic violations unless mandatory court appearance is so stated.  Personnel issued a citation and desiring to  contest it must appear in court.  Personnel issued a citation not desiring to contest guilt are not required to appear and will have points entered on their Base Driving Record in accordance with violation committed.


c.
Mandatory court appearances will be for flagrant violations; these violations will consist of, but not limited to, speeding, reckless driving, DUI, accidents involving government vehicles at fault, driving while impaired, expired tags, expired or revoked driver license, and no insurance or failure to produce.


d.
The Safety and Occupational Health Manager is responsible for administering the Traffic Safety Program as directed in reference (f), including planning and placing traffic controls, and coordinating and providing required Motorcycle Safety Training; i.e., Naval Safety Center approved Motorcycle Rider Course - Riding Street Skills (MRC-RSS).


e.
The Navy Public Works Center, Transportation Division, shall establish and administer a government motor vehicle operator licensing program for emergency vehicles, passenger-carrying buses, and over-the-road type vehicles with gross weight of 14,000 pounds or greater.


f.
Department Heads are directed to provide information to their personnel concerning the applicable provisions of this instruction.


g.
Tenant commands shall comply with this instruction and inform their personnel of provisions applicable to them.  Other commands in the Pensacola area are requested to apprise motor vehicle operators in their command concerning parts of this instruction which differ from similar instructions at their home station.

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MOTOR VEHICLE ADMINISTRATION

1.
Motor Vehicle Registration

a.
General.  All privately owned and operated motor vehicles by personnel on board NAS Pensacola will be registered.  The following are exceptions:



(1)
Engineer construction equipment, maintenance equipment designated exclusively for off-the-road service, and materials handling equipment.



(2)
Vehicles used solely "off the street" for supervised sport and recreational activities; e.g., golf carts, ATV's, and non-street legal vehicles.  Such vehicles shall not be operated upon roadways of NAS Pensacola.  Movement on and off base must be accomplished by trailer or other means.



(3)
Visitors and newly assigned personnel who may be issued appropriate vehicle identification.


b.
Requirements for Registration of Vehicle.  Unless otherwise prohibited, all active duty military personnel and civilian personnel working on or attached to NAS Pensacola (including tenant commands), retired military, members of local drilling Reserve units, Navy League members in good standing, and sponsored commercial firms are authorized parking and driving privileges aboard NAS Pensacola, provided the following requirements are met:



(1)
Valid vehicle registration in name of applicant or firm.



(2)
Valid U.S. issued driver license (does not include U.S. Government License, SF-46).



(3)
Certification of at least 10,000/10,000 motor vehicle liability insurance coverage, to include name of insurance company and policy number.



(4)
Proof of MRC-RSS completion for motorcycles, scooters, and mopeds.



(5)
Personnel otherwise qualified, but using a leased vehicle, will be issued a decal, provided a signed contract is presented.  The decal will be valid for 3 years or until termination of the contract, whichever comes first.



(6)
Personnel otherwise qualified, who have no vehicles registered on station and operate a vehicle belonging to an unqualified party with the unqualified party's written permission, may be issued appropriate decal until the unqualified party becomes qualified or 1 year, whichever occurs first.  Vehicles used less than 90 days will be issued a Void Pass vice a decal.



(7)
Eligible personnel who own a business in the civilian community, or who have exclusive privileges to a company-owned vehicle with written permission of the company, may register such vehicle in the same manner as privately owned vehicles.  Such registration will be limited to one vehicle.


c.
Evidence of Station Registration


(1)
The NAS Pensacola Security Department will issue decals which, when affixed as depicted in enclosure (4), will serve to identify properly registered vehicles.
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(2)
A valid Commercial Pass, CNATRA-GEN 5512/15, issued to commercial firms under provisions of NASPNCLAINST 5340.3K, shall identify vehicles of such firms as meeting station registration requirements.


d.
Termination of Registration.  Procedures relating to suspension and revocation actions are covered under separate paragraphs in this enclosure.  Points and/or suspension and revocation actions relating to specific offenses are contained in enclosure (5).  Other situations where the registration of a vehicle shall be refused or terminated are:



(1)
The owner fails to meet registration requirements.



(2)
The owner disposes of vehicle.



(3)
Termination of employment of a civilian employee or separation of a service member (not applicable to retiring military member).



(4)
Authorization for entry is terminated.


e.
Owner Responsibility after Termination.  Decal and Pass used for vehicle identification will be removed when the installation registration is terminated and the vehicle is to be permanently removed from the station (not applicable to transferees.)  Scrapings and Pass will be returned to the Security Department.  Transferees will check out through Security, indicating new duty station.


f.
Vehicle Safety Checks.  Comprehensive vehicle inspections will not be conducted by station forces; however, Security Police and investigators are authorized and directed to conduct brief safety checks when obvious or suspected vehicle defects are evident.  Operators cited on the first occasion will receive a warning to repair defect(s).  Subsequent citations for the same defect(s) will subject operator to penalty prescribed by subparagraph 2s of enclosure (5).  Vehicles will be operated with hood and trunk properly installed.  Pickup trucks are required to have a tailgate or restraining net in place when carrying items in the bed of the truck.

2.
Motor Vehicle Liability Insurance.  All motor vehicles, except mopeds, operated on board NAS Pensacola are required to be covered by motor vehicle liability insurance.  Such insurance must cover the owner, principle operator(s), or any other person who may be authorized to operate the vehicle, and shall be in amounts of not less than $10,000/$10,000.  Personnel applying for decals or commercial passes must certify they have, and will maintain, such insurance.  Law enforcement officers may require proof of coverage.

3.
Vehicle Registration and Driver Record, will be maintained on military personnel, civilian personnel, dependents of military and/or civilian personnel, and any other person(s) operating vehicles registered on this installation.  This record is used for registration of privately owned vehicles and as a cumulative traffic record of personnel who are charged with motor vehicle traffic accidents, violations of traffic regulations, willful violations of motor vehicle registration requirements, and identifying those drivers who need additional training or whose point accumulation warrants suspension or revocation of station driving privileges.

4.
Driver Improvement Course is designed to instruct and correct problem drivers who have been determined to be at fault in a traffic accident while operating a government motor vehicle on or off base, or for persons whose driving record indicates such training is necessary.  Offenders, military or civilian, driving private vehicles on station may be required to attend this course as a condition of on-base driving privilege.  The course is not taught on board the station, but personnel will be directed by the Traffic Court Officer to attend an approved course conducted by civil authorities.  Attendance will be during off-duty hours and at the offender's own expense. Course must be completed within 60 days and proof of completion delivered to Security within 10 working days of completion.  In accordance with Florida State regulations, persons completing the Driver Improvement Course will have 4 points removed from their base driving record.  This removal of points will only be allowed once a year and for a maximum of 12 points.

5.
Abandoned or Unattended Vehicles.  The United States Government assumes no responsibility for unattended private vehicles left on this station.  When vehicles are left unattended or have apparently been abandoned on the station, the Security Officer will direct action as specified by references (g) or (h), as applicable, to properly dispose of said vehicle(s).

6.
Repairs and Work on Privately Owned Vehicles.  Work performed on privately owned vehicles aboard this station shall be accomplished at the Hobby Shop Garage and the assigned area east of Bachelor Officers Quarters, Building 600.  Residents of family quarters on station may perform work on their own vehicles in parking spaces provided at their assigned quarters.  Vehicles must have a decal or Temporary Pass.  Welding shall be accomplished only at the Hobby Shop Garage and under the supervision of the person in charge of the shop.  Other parking areas shall not be used for the repair or washing of vehicles.  Polishing of vehicles may be performed in residential parking lots and designated recreation areas as long as the vehicle is parked in an otherwise valid parking space.  Changing of fluids (oils, antifreeze, etc.) must be collected in a secure container and properly disposed of in a hazardous collection center.

7.
Maximum Driving and On-Duty Time.  This paragraph pertains only to full-time motor vehicle operators, such as over-the-road truck and bus drivers, school bus drivers, law enforcement vehicle operators, and operators of vehicles carrying explosives or other hazardous cargo.


a.
No person shall drive a motor vehicle during any period if duty period was not preceded by at least eight consecutive hours off duty.


b.
In any duty period, a person may not drive a motor vehicle for more than a total of 10 hours, or after having been on duty for 15 hours, or after 8 hours if the vehicle is carrying explosives or other hazardous cargo.  (If vehicle carrying explosives or other hazardous cargo makes an off-station trip requiring more than 8 hours driving time, two drivers shall be assigned. Assigned drivers shall relieve each other of driving responsibility and may drive no more than 8 hours each.  Total driving time for both drivers shall not exceed 10 hours each.)


c.
Fire truck and crash and rescue vehicle drivers who are assigned to 24-hour rotating shifts with sleeping accommodations are exempt from the above time restrictions.
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TRAFFIC REGULATIONS AND RULES OF THE ROAD

1.
Basic Elements.  Traffic laws and regulations are "rules of the road," written and enforced to ensure an orderly, predictable, and safe flow of traffic.  A function of traffic law enforcement is to motivate individual drivers to operate their vehicles properly and within these rules.

2.
Responsibility.  The Security Officer is responsible for enforcing traffic regulations aboard NAS Pensacola.

3.
Driving Regulations Aboard NAS Pensacola.  Operators of motor vehicles shall conform in all respects to requirements of laws and traffic regulations of the State of Florida, unless such laws conflict with these regulations.  Station regulations take precedence on this installation.


a.
Accidents.  Failure to report a vehicle accident will be grounds for restriction of driving privileges and/or termination of vehicle registration.  Operators of vehicles involved in an accident aboard the station shall report the accident immediately to the Police Division (telephone 452-3453), advising location, seriousness of accident, and if medical attention is required. Operators shall not leave the accident scene nor move the vehicle until released by the station Police, except to notify Security or obtain medical aid.  Station Police shall conduct a complete investigation of the accident and prepare necessary reports, including cause and responsibility.


b.
Entrance Gates.  Vehicle operators approaching station gates shall:



(1)
Reduce speed sufficiently to permit stopping if not waved through by the gate sentry.



(2)
Proceed through gate at a speed no greater than 20 miles per hour.



(3)
Switch to parking lights, during hours of darkness or inclement weather, before reaching a point 100 feet from entrance and remain on until through the gate.  Motorcycles may transit the gate with lights on low beam.


c.
Cargo.  Material projecting beyond the ends or sides of vehicles shall not be transported by any vehicle, unless a red flag is attached to the outermost ends of the material during daylight hours, or red light and reflector in the same position during hours of darkness.  Material shall not be transported on bicycles, motorcycles, motor scooters, or mopeds, except in a baggage compartment, saddlebag, bicycle basket, or sidecar.  Operators of vehicles shall ensure material is properly and securely loaded.  Cargo must be tied down on all flatbed and open vehicles.


d.
Crosswalks.  When traffic control signals are not in place or in operation, the driver of a vehicle shall yield the right-of-way, slowing down or stopping for pedestrians crossing the roadway within any marked crosswalk or within an unmarked crosswalk at an intersection.  All traffic and pedestrians shall yield the right-of-way to emergency vehicles.


e.
Emergency Vehicles.  Police cars, fire fighting and crash trucks, ambulances, authorized PWC vehicles (e.g., HAZMAT response), and ammunition 
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trucks marked by red, blue, or amber lights and/or sirens.  Operators of other vehicles shall grant right-of-way to emergency vehicles on emergency runs, as evidenced by operation of emergency warning devices.  Immediately pull over to the right side of the road, stop, and remain stopped until all emergency vehicles have passed.


f.
Funeral Processions.  All vehicular traffic in the vicinity of a funeral procession, except for those vehicles actually in the procession or emergency vehicles on emergency runs, shall come to a complete stop until the funeral procession has passed.


g.
Horns.  Operators of vehicles shall use the horn or other warning devices only when necessary.  Use of such devices for other than sounding warnings is prohibited on the station.


h.
Industrial equipment such as forklifts, towmotors, flatbeds, cranes, and other heavy equipment operating on or crossing roadways and streets must ensure minimal disruption of normal traffic flow.



(1)
Forklifts will not be used on any street or roadway open for general vehicular traffic without prior approval of the Commanding Officer.  Prearrangement must be made with the Security Department for traffic control.



(2)
Towmotors which tow supply trailers (sometimes referred to as "muletrains" or "jitneys and trailers") shall operate with no more than eight trailers per train in dock loading or industrial areas, and no more than six trailers per train when operating on or crossing streets, roadways, or major thoroughfares open for general vehicular traffic (see NAVMAT P-5100).



(3)
Aircraft under tow on the station where streets or roadways must be traversed shall be escorted by NAS Pensacola Police vehicles (lighted).  A minimum of two Police vehicles shall be used after dark with one leading and one following.  One escort vehicle for leading is required during daylight hours.  Two-car escort will be required for extra wide aircraft.



(4)
Vehicles of the K-Loader and flatbed type, when operating on streets and roadways, shall be adequately lighted and/or marked with high visibility flags to alert other vehicle operators of load dimensions.



(5)
House trailers and mobile homes (not self-propelled) being towed over any street or roadway shall be escorted by appropriate vehicles.


i.
Lights.  At least two headlamps will be lighted on every vehicle (except motorcycles, bicycles, mopeds) operating on base from sunset to sunrise, unless persons or vehicles on the highway are not discernible at a distance of 1,000 feet due to insufficient light or other unfavorable conditions.  Parking lights shall not be used in lieu of regular headlights.


j.
Contaminants.  Vehicles that emit visible emissions from the exhaust pipe for more than a continuous period of 5 seconds will have decal removed and restricted until pollution is eliminated.  (State of Florida Uniform Traffic Control - 316.2935 Air Pollution Control)


k.
Marching formations have right-of-way over all but emergency vehicles on actual emergency runs.  Road guards are posted to halt traffic.  Operators of vehicles shall:
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(1)
Exercise extreme caution when driving near marching formations.



(2)
Not pass a marching formation until directed to do so by the person in charge.



(3)
Reduce speed to 10 mph when passing a marching formation.


l.
Jogging formations will strictly adhere to the following regulations:



(1)
Use less traveled streets and avoid major four lane streets during peak traffic hours (0600 to 0730 and 1500 to 1630).



(2)
Use road guards at all intersections.



(3)
Road guards and persons in charge will wear reflective vests.



(4)
Night formations should be avoided.  If unavoidable, night formations should jog on seawall from Building 632 to Port Operations.


m.
Motorcycles, Motor Scooters, and Mopeds


(1)
Personnel are required to wear protective helmets which cover the lower base of the skull, protective safety masks, safety goggles or glasses, and hard-soled shoes with heels while operating or riding as a passenger on any two-wheeled motor vehicle.  Protective helmets shall meet the American National Standards Institute (ANSI) Z90.1 or Z90.1A, the Snell Memorial Foundation, or Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standard (FMVSS) No. 218.  Goggles, face shield, or sunglasses shall meet or exceed ANSI Standard Z87.1.  Helmets must be worn with chin strap fastened.  Other required personal safety items:  long sleeve shirt, full-length trousers, and full-finger leather or equivalent gloves for operators and passengers.  Personnel are required to wear (as an outer garment) a commercially available, brightly colored, mesh or fabric safety vest with retro-reflective vertical, horizontal, or diagonal strips front and back with a minimum of 130 square inches of reflective area; 65 square inches on the front and 65 square inches on the back.  Vest will be worn with the uniform or with civilian clothes while operating or riding on two-wheeled motor vehicles.



(2)
Head and taillights will be on at all times while vehicle is in operation.



(3)
All military personnel who own or operate a motorcycle, and all personnel who desire to register and operate a motorcycle, motor scooter, or moped aboard NAS Pensacola must complete the Motorcycle Rider Course-Riding Street Skills (MRC-RSS) which is scheduled and coordinated through the NAS Pensacola Safety Office.  Personnel will be issued a “park only” pass until the MRC-RSS has been completed.  Upon presentation of an MRC-RSS completion certificate, a decal will be issued.  This certificate must be in possession of the operator at all times when operating subject vehicles.  Certificates from prior duty stations will be accepted.



(4)
Government-owned (non-tactical) and privately owned motorcycles, motor scooters, and mopeds shall have a rearview mirror mounted on each side of the handlebars.
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(5)
Foundation approved bicycle helmets must be worn for recreational bicyclists, including dependents riding on streets and roadways.  All bicyclists shall wear light colored clothing.  During restricted visibility conditions such as darkness, fog, or rain, reflective clothing will be worn.  Workers riding bicycles in areas that require the use of ANSI-approved helmets

(hard hats) for protection from falling and flying objects are allowed to use those helmets vice approved bicycle helmets.



(6)
There are no provisions aboard NAS Pensacola for the operation of motorcycles commonly classified as dirt bikes.  Violators of this provision are subject to traffic citations, restriction of driving privileges, and other disciplinary action.


n.
Offensive Bumper Stickers.  Command policy prohibits the following display of offensive bumper stickers:  any graphic (word or picture) describing explicit sexual acts; promoting illegal use of drugs; explicit profanity; gutter language or vulgar slang expressions.  Any driver of the vehicle in violation will be prohibited from bringing such vehicle aboard NAS Pensacola.  The driver will immediately remove or obliterate the offensive bumper sticker or immediately leave the station.


o.
Parking spaces are allocated to various activities and departments located on board NAS Pensacola by the Commanding Officer, through the Security Officer, who is responsible for the assignment of those spaces per service agreements.  Reserved parking should be designated by permit or numerically by category of eligible parkers.  Designation of parking by name, grade, or rank will be avoided.  Programs developed to assign spaces should include plans which encourage the use of car pools whenever possible.  Requests for new allocations, or other changes to exiting parking plans, must be submitted to the Commanding Officer via the Security Officer.  Under no circumstances will existing parking allocations be altered without such approval.  Parking is permitted only in authorized, clearly delineated parking spaces and areas.



(1)
Reserved spaces shall be marked by being painted on the surface of the space concerned, adjacent curbing, with the required information painted in white against a blue background.  Operators of vehicles other than the individual or representative of a unit for whom the space is reserved shall not park in a reserved space except with permission of such individual or head of unit.




(a)
Handicapped spaces.  Only vehicles as indicated below shall be parked in spaces marked with the internationally accepted "wheelchair symbol."  Such designators must be issued by the Department of Motor Vehicles under Florida State Statutes.





1.
Vehicles displaying "DV" license plate on the rear and a designation plate containing the international wheelchair symbol on the front.





2.
Vehicles displaying a license plate stamped with the international wheelchair symbol after the serial number of the license plate.





3.
Vehicles displaying a placard with each side having the International Symbol of access in a contrasting color in the center and the expiration date shall be displayed on the dashboard or hung from the rearview mirror.
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(b)
Official Vehicles Only.  Only government-owned or leased vehicles shall park in spaces designated "Official Vehicles Only."




(c)
Time limitations for parking spaces are indicated on signs. Vehicles shall not be parked in such spaces longer than the prescribed time, nor during a period when parking is prohibited.




(d)
Large vehicles such as vans, campers, etc., shall park so the vision of other operators is not obstructed and traffic flow is not inhibited.  This is particularly important in parking lots, housing areas, and near road and street intersections.




(e)
Recreational Vehicles will not be allowed to remain overnight in base parking lots, only authorized MWR designated campgrounds.

General




(a)
Do not park





1.
Within 10 feet of a fire hydrant





2.
Within 20 feet of a corner





3.
In fire lanes





4.
Adjacent to yellow curbing





5.
Adjacent to any curbing unless marked for parking





6.
On grass or seeded areas

(b)
Illegally parked vehicles, parked in no parking zones or impeding traffic, will be towed at owners’ expense.




(c)
Do park





1.
With existing traffic patterns





2.
Completely off improved road or highway when necessary to park at the time of an emergency, or where parking is permitted





3.
Only in designated parking spaces or areas



(1)
Vehicle operators shall not permit any person to ride on the bumper, fender, hood, top, trunk, or running board of any vehicle operated upon any street, roadway, parking lot, or ramp area.
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p.
Passengers



(2)
Passengers shall not ride in the cargo areas of motor vehicles, except when the vehicle has been modified for such purposes.  Prior to use as a passenger vehicle, modification shall include installation of safety belts which meet Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards 208, 209, and 210.  Modifications must be approved in writing by the Safety Office.



(3)
No bicycle or moped shall be used to carry more persons at one time than the number for which it is designed and equipped.



(4)
Operators of motorcycles and scooters shall not carry passengers except in sidecars or on "buddy seats" behind the operator.



(5)
No person, operating any vehicle on streets or roadways, shall allow any passenger to interfere with the safe operation of said vehicle.  All passengers, including small children and babies, shall remain seated while the vehicle is in motion.  (NOTE:  Child restraints are required effective 1 July 1983, under Florida State Statutes, both on and off the station.)  (See subparagraph 3y of this enclosure, seat belts)


q.
Passing.  Operators of vehicles proceeding on roads having only one traffic lane in either direction shall pass only when there is an unobstructed view of the road ahead and sufficient distance to ensure safe passing.  Passing on curves, at intersections, and at sections of the road marked with a solid line is prohibited.  Vehicles traveling on multi-laned roadways may pass another vehicle traveling in the same direction when it may be safely and legally accomplished.  Passing of any aircraft being towed on roadways, except by emergency vehicles on emergency runs, is strictly prohibited.


r.
Pedestrians shall cross only at intersections or designated crosswalks.  Pedestrians shall walk on the left-hand side of the road facing opposing vehicular traffic.  Pedestrians shall yield the right-of-way to oncoming vehicles and keep clear of the roadway while traffic is approaching.


s.
Turns and Signals.  Required signals may be given by hand and arm or by signal lamps or signal devices.



(1)
Stop or Slow - left arm extended from window with forearm lowered in vertical position.



(2)
Right Turn - left arm extended from window with forearm raised in vertical position.



(3)
Left Turn - left arm extended from window with forearm horizontal and at right angles to the log axis of the vehicle.



(4)
U-Turn - prohibited aboard the station.


t.
Speed Limits and Zones.  The Security Officer shall designate and mark all speed zones on the station.  Posted speed limits are designed for dry roads on clear days and may not be prudent when certain climatological or other hazardous conditions exist.  Operators may be cited for speeding violations when abnormal conditions exist, or when excessive speed is 
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observed.  NOTE:  Speed limits are strictly enforced and monitored by radar.  Speed limits aboard NAS Pensacola are established at 20 miles per hour unless otherwise posted.



(1)
Open-Areas and Improved Roads.  As posted.



(2)
Congested Areas and Unimproved Roads.  Twenty miles per hour.



(3)
Emergency vehicles on actual emergency run, with emergency devices operating, may proceed at a rate not exceeding 10 miles per hour over posted speed limits in areas where traffic, road, and weather conditions make such speed safe.  The Security Officer may designate lower limits in areas where the interests of safety warrant such action.  Speed limit signs erected or painted on roadways shall have the force of orders from the Commanding Officer and the limits established thereby shall not be exceeded by the operator of any vehicle.



(4)
All Parking Lots and Parking Areas.  Ten miles per hour unless otherwise posted.


u.
School Buses.  All vehicles traveling in either direction on any roadway, street, or parking lot must completely stop when school buses are loading or unloading school children.  Vehicles shall not proceed until the stop signal on the bus has been withdrawn.


v.
Loan or Hire of Vehicles.  Any person who lends a motor vehicle to another will ensure the borrower possesses a valid driver license and is authorized to drive on the station.  Written permission of the owner is required for issuance of a Temporary Vehicle Pass, CNET-GEN 5512/8, and for obtaining a station decal as authorized by subparagraph 1b(6) or (7) of this enclosure.  The Security Officer or designated representative may require such written permission to be notarized.  No motor vehicle bearing a station decal may be used for hire.  (The restriction is not applicable to car pools, wherein members share in the costs of operating such pools.)


w.
Towing of Vehicles


(1)
When one vehicle is towing another vehicle, the drawbar or other connection shall be of sufficient strength to pull all weight towed.  Said drawbar or other connection shall not exceed 15 feet from one vehicle to the other except the connection between any tow vehicles transporting poles, pipes, machinery, or other objects which cannot readily be dismembered.  When one vehicle is towing another vehicle and the connection consists of a chain, rope, or cable, there shall be displayed upon the center of such connection a white flag or other highly visible cloth not less than 12 inches square.



(2)
When a vehicle is towing a trailer or semitrailer on a public road or highway by means of a trailer hitch attached to the rear of the vehicle, there shall be attached, in addition thereto, safety chains from the trailer or semitrailer to the vehicle.  These safety chains shall be of sufficient strength to maintain connection of the trailer or semitrailer to the pulling vehicle under all conditions while the trailer or semitrailer is being towed by the vehicle.
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(3)
The provisions of this section shall not apply to trailers or semitrailers using a hitch known as a "fifth wheel."



(4)
Pushing one vehicle by another vehicle is prohibited, except by vehicles equipped and approved (service vehicles, wreckers, etc.) for such purpose.


x.
Headsets.  An unobstructed view from a vehicle and the ability to hear emergency or other warning sounds are essential to safety.  Therefore, any obstruction which limits visual or auditory signals of vehicle operators, pedestrians, or bicyclists aboard NAS Pensacola is prohibited.  This specifically applies to the wearing of headsets or earphones while jogging/ walking near roadways, cycling, or operating a vehicle.


y.
Seat Belts and Child Restraints


(1)
All personnel operating or riding in a motor vehicle shall wear seat belts whenever the vehicle is in motion, as required by reference (b) and Florida State Statute effective 1 January 1987.



(2)
A federally approved child restraint device must be used for children through 3 years of age.  For children 4 through 5 years of age, a separate restraining device or seat belt must be used.


z.
Hitchhiking.  Hitchhiking is prohibited on NAS Pensacola.


aa.
Off Roadways.  No person shall drive or ride any motor driven vehicle (except lawnmowers or official maintenance vehicles) upon a sidewalk, sidewalk area, beach area, wooded area, or any other area not designated as a duly authorized driveway or roadway.


bb.
Radar Detection Devices.  The use of radar detection devices to indicate the presence of speed recording instruments or to transmit simulated erroneous speeds is prohibited on DOD installations.  Radar detection devices must be turned off or unplugged while aboard the station.


cc.
Skate Boards/Roller or In-line Skates.  Roller skates, in-line skates, skateboards, coasters, toy vehicles, and similar devices may be operated on the sidewalks of the installation.  These vehicles are not authorized upon any roadway except while crossing a street in a crosswalk or in a street not open to thru traffic with a speed limit of 20 mph or less, as within the housing areas of NAS Pensacola.  Protective equipment, such as closed, slip resistant shoes, and specially designed elbow pads, knee pads, and gloves are strongly recommended.  During restricted visibility conditions, reflective clothing shall be worn.  Additionally, ANSI helmets are required for skaters.


dd.
Tinted Glass Windows.  No person shall operate any motor vehicle on which the front windshield, side wings, and side windows on either side forward of or adjacent to the operators seat are composed of, covered by, or treated with any material which has the effect of making the glass nontransparent, or which has a highly reflective or mirrored appearance in accordance with Florida laws.


ee.
Windshield.  No person shall operate any motor vehicle on which the front windshield is cracked or damaged directly in front of the driver.
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ADMINISTRATION OF TRAFFIC REGULATIONS

1.
Organization.  Traffic administrators for this command shall be:


a.
The Executive Officer shall brief members of the Traffic Court prior to sitting on the court.


b.
The Security Officer shall prepare the court docket and ensure police officers and violators appear as scheduled.


c.
Traffic Court Officer is responsible for the dignity and respect of each court session.  The Court Officer has the authority to suspend and award points and suspend or revoke driving privileges.  Offenders should be cautioned that violations occurring during a probationary period will result in immediate reinstatement of the Traffic Court's original sentence in addition to any other penalty adjudged for the current offense.  Offenders whose Traffic Court sentence has been suspended and who exhibit good driving habits during the probationary period may have their Traffic Court sentence permanently remitted.


d.
Federal Magistrates Court.  Reference (f) directs naval activities to establish and utilize, to the maximum extent practicable, a Magistrate Court for the disposition of specified offenses committed on naval installations.  Reference (e) implements this directive on board NAS Pensacola.  Magistrates have jurisdiction over minor (nonfelony) violations.  Included are violations of state law which have been assimilated pursuant to the Assimilative Crimes Act, 18 USC 13.  Certain traffic violations meet the criteria for prosecution under this Act.  A minor offense is defined as a misdemeanor punishable under laws of the U.S., the penalty for which does not exceed imprisonment for 1 year or a fine or both (18 USC 3401 (f)).  This system is used aboard NAS Pensacola to adjudicate offenses committed by civilian employees, dependents of military personnel, or others not subject to the Uniform Code of Military Justice.  Traffic violations will be issued for specific offenses using Violation Notice, DD 1805.  Records will be maintained on individual driving records in the same manner as for the NAS Pensacola Traffic Court (see subparagraph 1e(2)(d) below).


e.
Administrative Action



(1)
Application.  The point system applies to military and civilian personnel operating government-owned vehicles on the station; military personnel operating privately owned vehicles on the station; and to dependents, civilian employees, and contractors operating privately owned vehicles on the station.



(2)
Administration.  Awarding of points, restriction of station driving privileges, and required attendance at Remedial Driver Training will be per references (a), (b), and (c).  Penalties as outlined herein, or as deemed appropriate by the Traffic Court Officer, will be awarded for traffic violations.
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(a)
Point System (Moving Traffic Violation).  Points will be assessed by the Traffic Court Officer and recorded under the point system outlined in enclosure (5), paragraph 2.  Points assessed against an individual will remain in effect for a period not to exceed 24 months, or until separation from the service (without immediate reenlistment), or termination of employment.

Expiration of a suspension or revocation period due to the accumulation of points will, of itself, serve to cause removal of all points from the record.  Driving record entries themselves will remain posted as outlined by reference (a).  Individuals acquiring 12 traffic points within 12 consecutive months or 18 points within 24 consecutive months will have their installation driving privileges revoked.  The period of revocation may vary, but in no instance will it be for less than 6 months.  Such determination will be based on the individual's driving record to include response to previous driver improvement measures.  In either event, the individual will be required to attend remedial driver training before reinstatement.  This remedial driver training will be attended in the local community during off-duty hours and at the individuals own expense.  Proof of completion will be required within 60 days.




(b)
Persons charged with parking violations will not appear in Traffic Court.  Parking violations will be processed administratively by the Security Department as outlined in enclosure (5), paragraph 5.




(c)
Individuals who desire to contest charges for parking violations may do so in writing within 7 days to the Security Officer, Building 1534.




(d)
The Traffic Court will assess and record the appropriate number of points consistent with enclosure (5), paragraph 2, on the individual's driver record (if applicable) when notified of fine or forfeiture for a traffic violation adjudicated by station or federal court, or through point assessment, or when the individual has received nonjudicial punishment pursuant to Article 15, UCMJ, for a moving traffic violation.




(e)
The Traffic Court may, if requested by letter from a unit commander, suspend or revoke the driving privileges of an individual within their command.




(f)
The Traffic Court may impose sentences outlined in enclosure (5) on the basis of a credible witness who has made written charges covered by this instruction.  The witness may be called upon to appear in court.




(g)
To permit the application of driver improvement measures, the Security Officer will advise the unit commander or supervisor concerned whenever an individual acquires six or more points.




(h)
In addition to the sentences imposed through implementation of the preceding paragraphs, the Traffic Court may impose restriction of driving privileges for first-time and subsequent speeding offenders in addition to points specified in enclosure (5).  The restricted time levied upon reaching 12 points will be reduced by the time restricted during the counting period.
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(i)
All personnel, including civilian employees, who accumulate six or more points within a 1-year period will be required to attend remedial or Safe Driving Course at his/her expense provided by West Florida Safety Council.  NOTE:  Points assessed for parking violations as indicated in enclosure (5), subparagraph 2y, will not be included in the 6-point total.




(j)
Reservists not holding an NAS Pensacola, NTTC, or Saufley Field decal, and drilling on those installations, will be issued Federal Magistrate Citation, DD-1805.




(k)
See enclosure (1), paragraph 4, of this instruction concerning removal of points for completion of the Driver Improvement Course.

2.
Station decals will be removed from all private vehicles of personnel suspended from driving aboard NAS Pensacola, for any period, whether the person suspended is the sponsor or a dependent.  If other eligible drivers exist within the family unit, special passes may be issued to permit the nonrestricted member to drive aboard the base.  Other exceptions to the policy will require written approval of the Commanding Officer.

3.
Procedures.  Upon receipt of a Military Traffic Ticket, DD-1408, involving moving violations or other report on offenses covered by this instruction, the Traffic Court will conduct an inquiry and take appropriate action.  The findings of the court will be recorded on the traffic ticket, along with any points accumulated in the past 24 months, and Driving Record.


a.
A copy of all traffic reports on military personnel and civilian employees of the government apprehended for driving under the influence of alcohol or drugs will be provided to the Navy Personal Responsibility and Values Education and Training (PREVENT) Officer, NAS Pensacola.


b.
The original and first copy of tickets issued to personnel attached to a different installation will be forwarded to the installation to which the violator is attached.

4.
Appeals

a.
Naval Air Station Pensacola Military Traffic Court.  Personnel may file an appeal to a judgment arising from a traffic or other vehicle violation.  Such appeals will be filed initially with the Traffic Court Officer and will be processed by the court, provided the appellant appears before the court.  In no case will the person be denied the right to appeal or to be heard.  Any person who is awarded points and restriction may appeal to the Commanding Officer through his supervisory chain of command; however, if an appeal is to be made, a statement should be made in writing to the Traffic Administrator at the time the judgment is entered.  Failure to forward the appeal within 10 working days after assessment shall be considered as a waiver of appeal.  The Traffic Administrator may not hold a penalty in abeyance for a period longer than 10 working days.


b.
U.S. Federal Magistrates Court.  Appeals to judgments issued by the U.S. Federal Magistrates Court may be made to the U.S. District Court, Federal Building, Pensacola, Florida.
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5.
Reciprocal State, Federal, and Military Action

a.
When state or federal authority suspends or revokes an individual's driver license, the installation driving privilege is automatically terminated.  The installation commander, when notified of state or federal action, will suspend or revoke the individual government operator's permit.  Suspension or revocation actions will correspond to the period of time specified by state authority, except convictions for DUI/DWI, for which a minimum of 1 year revocation is mandatory.


b.
In those instances where conviction by court-martial results from the offenses of drunken or reckless driving, involuntary manslaughter, or negligent homicide, installation commanders will request the appropriate state authorities to suspend or revoke the state driver license of military personnel.  The revocation of the installation driving privilege, U.S. Government Motor Vehicle Operator's Identification Card (SF-46), is mandatory in these instances.

6.
Reinstatement of On-Base Driving Privileges will be considered after all of the following requirements have been met:


a.
One year revocation period, except as required under paragraph 5 above.


b.
Upon completion of PREVENT (as applicable).


c.
Completion of remedial driver training per reference (a).


d.
Requests for reinstatement of driving privileges will be addressed to the Commanding Officer via the appropriate supervisory chain of command.
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PASSES AND IDENTIFICATION FOR PERSONNEL AND VEHICLES

1.
Vehicle Entry Classifications

a.
Permanent Personnel.  Unless otherwise prohibited, all military and civilian personnel attached to or employed on the station or assigned to afloat units home ported at this station, retired military personnel, drilling members of local Ready Reserve units (decals will be issued for a 1-year period upon presentation of proper identification and documentation and a letter from the unit commanding officer), and Navy League members in good standing are entitled to driving and parking privileges on the station.  NOTE:  Permanently assigned personnel and their dependents are not guests nor visitors and are not eligible for visitor and guest passes.  Such personnel are eligible for, and must obtain, Permanent Registration Decal, DD-2220.  For each qualified vehicle, a decal, an installation tab, and a registration expiration tab will be placed on the left front bumper on conventional four-wheeled vehicles, facing forward and slightly upright.  If the vehicle has no front bumper or the bumper is painted, plastic, rubberized, or laminated, attach the decal to the top center of the windshield, or lower left side of windshield.  Vehicles must enter the station in a manner which makes the decal easily visible to law enforcement personnel.  On two-wheeled vehicles, place it on the left front fork, front fender, or permanently attached windshield.


b.
Other Commands.  Valid decals from other commands will be honored. Permanently assigned personnel will register their vehicle at Security within 30 days of reporting.


c.
Guests.  Active duty and retired military personnel and their dependents may sponsor guests aboard the station.  The sponsor must accompany the guest at all times, except when traveling to and from the entrance gate and sponsor's address.  A Visitor's Pass, CNET-GEN 5512/2, will be issued at the Main or West Gates after showing personal identification which will be electronically or manually recorded at the gate.  Between the hours of 2000 - 0600, the sponsor shall provide the Navy Police with the name of each guest, expected time of arrival, entrance gate to be used, and vehicle description when known.  The sponsor will also give rate, activity or department to which attached, address, and telephone number.  The OOD may verify the authenticity of the sponsor.  Persons requesting visitor passes may be screened by Security personnel in Building 777.


d.
Visitors.  Visitors are granted access to NAS Pensacola for the purpose of visiting the National Museum of Naval Aviation, historical sites, or other places of general interest from 0800 - 2300.  Visitor passes will be issued at the Main and West Gates from sunset to 2300.


e.
Temporary Vehicle Pass, CNET-GEN 5512/8, will be issued during nonworking hours at the Navy Police Office, Building 777, and during work hours at the Pass and Tag Office, Building 777.  Moisten corners of CNET-GEN 5512/8 and attach to inside, lower left windshield.  Motorcyclist will be given special tape with which to attach pass to left front fork, front fender, or permanently attached windshield.  Temporary Passes are issued for:
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(1)
Military personnel reporting under permanent change of station orders to expire 72 hours from beginning of next workday.



(2)
Military personnel reporting under temporary additional duty orders for duration of duty not to exceed 30 days from date of reporting.



(3)
A variety of needs where entry to the base is authorized but would not otherwise be eligible to register the vehicle.  The operator must certify possession of necessary insurance, possess a valid driver license, and show evidence the operator is the owner of or has written authorization to operate subject vehicle.  The Security Officer or designated representative may require written authorization to be notarized.  Use of the pass for temporary registration of contractor vehicles and personnel will not exceed 1 year.



(4)
Assigned military and civilian personnel or dependents desiring to operate motorcycles or motor scooters aboard NAS Pensacola will be issued a temporary pass for the dates of scheduled Motorcycle Safety Training Classes only after registering for these classes with the Safety Office.  Personnel residing aboard NAS Pensacola may be issued special "Drive and Park" passes to allow them to bring their motorcycle on board and park it at their quarters until the Motorcycle Safety Class is conducted.


f.
Open House.  Guests and visitors to an open house, when authorized by the Commanding Officer, are not required to be escorted.


g.
Commercial firms conducting personal or private business with activities on board the station will be required to have a sponsor, vehicle registration, and personal identification as outlined below:



(1)
Delivery and service firms as shown in NASPNCLAINST 5500.1D.



(2)
Contractor firms providing maintenance repair, construction, or administrative services will be required to have personal identification badge from sponsor, vehicle registration with proof of insurance, and personal identification.



(3)
Taxicabs must have City of Pensacola auto check inspection sticker, City of Pensacola taxi tag, City of Pensacola occupational license, and public liability and property damage insurance in the amount of not less than $25,000/$50,000/$10,000 as required by City Ordinance (10-22-87).  Guests in taxicabs must be sponsored and passengers must possess proper I.D.



(4)
Commercial firms requesting admission to solicit sales must be sponsored (NASPNCLAINST 5340.3 (series)).  Appropriate vehicle and personnel passes will be required or issued.


h.
Official Vehicles.  All Federal Government vehicles (except Class "A," which is a vehicle assigned to a billet on the basis of responsibility inherent to the billet or the rank of the incumbent) may be required to present a valid trip ticket (Vehicle and Equipment Request and Record, NAVFAC 9-11240/11) upon entry or exit from NAS Pensacola.  Official state vehicles will be admitted upon presentation of appropriate identification.  Marked law enforcement vehicles need not furnish identification.
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i.
Emergency vehicles such as fire fighting and crash trucks, wreckers, ammunition trucks, and ambulances are granted immediate access without passes.


j.
Clergy.  Auxiliary Chaplains representing denominations which furnish Chaplains to the naval establishment will be issued a decal upon presentation of certification as a military Auxiliary Chaplain from the Senior Chaplain.


k.
Identification.  All personnel who enter the base between the hours of 2300 and 0500 may be required to show identification cards or appropriate identification pass.

2.
Vehicle Identification Decals

a.
Significance of Colors.  Installation tabs printed in blue will be issued to active duty, drilling reservists, and retired commissioned and warrant officers or their survivors; in red to active duty, drilling reservists, and retired enlisted personnel or their survivors; in green to civilian DOD employees; and in white to contractors and private employees, or for any special purpose which the Commanding Officer may determine.


b.
Standard Placement.  Decals will be attached to vehicles as described in subparagraph 1a of this enclosure.  Installation tab will be centered directly under DOD decal.  The expiration date tabs will be placed to the right of the DOD decal, and military grade insignia (if applicable) will be placed to the left.  Center these tabs vertically.  On two-wheeled vehicles, place it on a conspicuous front-facing surface or the front fender.


c.
Effective Periods.  Registration decals will normally be issued for a period of 3 years.  Only under the most unusual circumstances will the validation period exceed 42 months.  Newly purchased vehicles bearing temporary plates will be issued a temporary pass, valid until expiration of temporary registration.  In all cases, expiration is midnight of the last day of the month indicated on the expiration tab.


d.
Surrender.  All registration decals remain the property of the Department of the Navy.  They shall be removed and scrapings returned to the Security Department upon sale or other disposition of the vehicle, upon discharge (other than retired status) from the military, termination of employment, or other loss of eligibility.  Military personnel transferring to a new duty station shall check out at Security; however, decal will not be removed.  Upon arrival at new duty station, an installation tab will be obtained from the installation.  Remove and destroy NAS Pensacola tab and expiration tab when new installation tab has been obtained.  (Note:  All activities are reminded to include Security Pass and Tag, Building 777, on check-out sheets.)
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POLICIES CONCERNING SUSPENSION OR REVOCATION AND POINT ASSESSMENTS

1.
Suspension or Revocation of Driving Privileges

a.
One year revocation is mandatory, upon administrative determination of guilt by the Commanding Officer, NAS Pensacola, for the following:



(1)
Manslaughter (or negligent homicide by vehicle) resulting from the operation of a motor vehicle.



(2)
Driving or being in actual physical control of a motor vehicle while under the influence of intoxicating beverages (.08 percent or greater).



(3)
Driving under the influence for violators under 21 years of age.  (FL State Statute 322.2616(0.02 percent or higher)




(a)
Military member, military dependents, retired military dependents will be restricted for a period of 1 year for first offense and required to attend DUI school at own expense.




(b)
Non-Base connected personnel will be barred access to all areas under Commanding Officer, Naval Air Station Pensacola.



(4)
Driving a motor vehicle while a habitual user, or while under the influence of a narcotic or other drug, to a degree rendering driver incapable of safe driving.



(5)
Any felony committed involving use of a motor vehicle.



(6)
Fleeing the scene of an accident which resulted in death, personal injury, and/or property damage in excess of $1,000 (hit and run).



(7)
Perjury, making false affidavit or statement under oath to responsible officials, or violating law or regulations relating to the ownership or operation of motor vehicles.



(8)
Unauthorized use of a motor vehicle belonging to another, which does not amount to a felony.



(9)
Refusing to consent to a vehicle search and inspection.



(10) Refusing to submit to chemical tests (implied consent).


b.
Suspension for a period of 6 months or less or revocation for a period not to exceed 1 year is discretionary when:



(1)
Commission of an offense (except DUI/DWI) for which mandatory revocation is required on conviction.



(2)
A person is incompetent to drive a motor vehicle; i.e., mental or physical impairment.
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(3)
A person has committed an offense in a state (except DUI/DWI) which, if committed on the installation, would be grounds for suspension or revocation.



(4)
Permitting unlawful use of a Driver License.



(5)
A person has been convicted of fleeing or attempting to elude a Police Officer.



(6)
A person has been convicted of racing on the highway.



(7)
A person has been convicted for a second or subsequent moving violation (assessed an addition to points).



(8)
A person has been convicted for violation of seat belt or child restraint laws.



(9)
A person has been convicted of exceeding the posted speed limit by 20 mph or more.
