Encl:  (1) Spill Emergency Action Plan

1.  Purpose.  To establish procedures and responsibilities for implementation of the Hazardous Material Information System (HMIS) and to establish the Hazardous Material Management Program for Naval Air Maintenance Training Unit, Lemoore, per reference (a). 

2.  Cancellation.  NAMTGDLEMINST 5100.2B.  Changes are not indicated throughout.  This instruction should be read in its entirety. 

3.  Definition.  Hazardous Material (Hazmat), as used in this instruction, is defined as any material, which by virtue of its potentially dangerous nature, requires controls to assure adequate protection of life, health and property.  The definition, for the purpose of this instruction, excludes ammunition, weapons, explosives, explosive actuated devices, propellants, pyrotechnics, chemical 

and biological warfare materials and bulk fuels.  Reference (a) is to be used as an aid to define terms specifically used to identify hazardous material.

4.  Discussion.  Hazardous material usage is a "cradle to grave" concept requiring that hazardous materials be controlled when first introduced into the work force until final disposition.  This instruction reflects that concept and outlines the policies of NAMTRAU Lemoore regarding the introduction, use and disposal of hazardous materials as follows:

a. Every effort shall be made to use non-hazardous materials.

    b.  The quantity of hazardous material procured and used shall be kept to a minimum, consistent with operational requirements.  Such material shall be clearly identified through its entire life cycle following the hazard identification system and guidance from the Hazardous Material coordinator.  Guidance shall consist of specific hazardous material identification, labeling, storage, handling and disposal procedures listed in reference (a).

    c.  The Hazardous Material coordinator shall ensure that all safety and health precautionary information is available to personnel as provided by the Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS).
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    d.  Safety and health precautions for the marking, labeling, storage, handling, use and disposal of hazardous material shall be observed in all planning and operational stages.

    e.  Disposal of hazardous material shall be accomplished as set forth in this instruction and per governing directives.

Hazardous material or suspected hazardous material shall not be placed in dumpsters or other trash receptacles.  Enclosure (1) outlines the procedures for hazardous waste and oil spills.

    f.  The safe handling, use, storage and disposal of hazardous material is considered to be an "all hands" evolution.

    g.  In the event of a mishap with hazardous material where injuries to personnel are sustained, a copy of the applicable MSDS shall accompany the injured in order to expedite treatment.

5.  Action
    a.  The Commanding Officer (CO).  The CO is overall responsible for the administration, training, and operation of the Units Hazardous Material Program.

    b.  Chief Petty Officer in Charge (CPOIC)
        (1) Ensure that all personnel are advised and trained concerning specific hazards, personnel protection measures, and first aid with respect to hazardous materials used in the Unit.

        (2) Ensure that female personnel who are pregnant or suspect that they are pregnant are advised to consult with a physician prior to any exposure to hazardous material.

        (3) Retain a copy of the Master Hazardous Material Inventory and MSDS file.

    c.  Leading Instructors (LI’s)
        (1) Assist the CPOIC in the performance of his/her duties as outlined above.

        (2) Ensure that all personnel under their cognizance carry out the intent of this instruction.

d.  Branch Supervisors

       (1) Ensure that all newly assigned personnel are advised and trained concerning specific hazards, personnel protective measures and first aid with respect to hazardous materials used in their respective branches.

        (2) Ensure that female personnel who are pregnant or suspect that they are pregnant are advised to consult with a physician prior to any exposure to hazardous material.

        (3) Retain a copy of the hazardous materials inventory and MSDS's for their branch (MSDS Binder).

        (4) Nominate a responsible PO/NCO to act as the Branch Hazardous Material Coordinator.

        (5) Ensure that all hazardous material requests or changes to the authorized user list (AUL) are screened and forwarded to the Hazardous Material Coordinator. 


e.  Unit Hazardous Material Coordinator
        (1) Is responsible for the overall control of the hazardous waste accumulation areas, including handling, storage, accountability and disposal.

        (2) Is responsible for the maintenance of the Master File of all MSDS's peculiar to the Unit, including updating the file as required.

        (3) Maintain and update the Master Hazardous Material Inventory on a monthly basis.  Forward updated copies to the CPOIC, Branch Supervisors and Branch Hazardous Material PO/NCO's.

        (4) Maintain the Unit’s Emergency Action Plan, (Encl 1) to be used in the event of a hazardous waste/oil spill. A copy of Encl 1 shall be a part of the Duty Office Watchstanders Standing Orders.

        (5) Attend all NAS Lemoore Hazardous Waste Committee Meetings and disseminate pertinent information within the Unit.

        (6) Screen all requests for hazardous material.



 (7) Act as the liaison to NAS Lemoore Hazardous Materials Minimization Department and Industrial Hygiene Office in all matters concerning hazardous material.  Provide these offices with updated inventories as required.

        (8) Maintain a file for all outgoing and incoming correspondence concerning hazardous material, including records 

of hazardous waste disposal.  Inspection, disposal and correspondence files shall be maintained for a minimum of three years.

        (9) Ensure newly assigned personnel are trained in the area of Hazmat prior to using, handling or disposing of  hazardous material.
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       (10) Develop and maintain training lectures for General Military Training (GMT).  GMT concerning hazardous material shall be conducted at least annually.

       (11) Conduct Hazmat training quarterly for all Branch Hazmat Coordinators. 

       (12) During the first month of each quarter, perform a wall-to-wall sight inventory of all hazardous material stored in the Unit.  This inspection shall also serve to monitor each branch for compliance with this instruction.

       (13) Ensure that all hazardous material stored in the Unit does not exceed quantities required for training or normal operations.

       (14) Ensure that all hazardous material is properly identified, labeled and stored in approved storage containers and lockers.

       (15) Provide information to NAMTRAU Lemoore Supply with respect to questions concerning requisitions for hazardous material as required.

       (16) Become thoroughly familiar with reference (a).

   f.  Branch Hazardous Material Coordinator
       (1) Is responsible for maintaining the master file on all MSDS's peculiar to the branch, which includes updating the file as required, screening and forwarding MSDS requests to the Hazardous Material Coordinator and providing copies to room wardens as needed.

       (2) Assist the Unit Hazardous Material Coordinator with the quarterly sight inventory within the branch.



(3) Is responsible for the proper packaging and identification of all hazardous waste destined for temporary storage at the Unit satellite accumulation areas including completion of Hazardous Waste Daily Input Record per reference (a).

       (4) Ensure that all supply requests for hazardous material are screened by the Branch Supervisor and forwarded to the Unit Hazardous Material Coordinator.

       (5) Ensure that hazardous material used in the branch does not exceed quantities required for training or normal operations.
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       (6) Ensure branch hazardous material is properly identified, labeled and stored in the approved storage containers and lockers.                 








       (7) Assist the Unit Hazardous Material Coordinator with the operation of satellite accumulation areas, including handling, storage, accountability and disposal of hazardous waste.

        (8) Utilizing branch inventory, MSDS's and material furnished by the Unit Hazardous Material Coordinator, to conduct branch level training on the Hazardous Material Program.

        (9) Ensure a Branch Hazardous Waste Coordinator turnover book is maintained and all applicable instructions are adhered to. 

        (10) When hazardous material is routinely used in a room, is an integral part of curriculum or is necessary to perform maintenance on trainers or equipment on a recurring basis, Branch Hazmat Coordinators shall comply with this instruction.

        (11) Be responsible for the maintenance of the master file for all MSDS's peculiar to the room, including updating the master file as required.

        (12) Maintain and update the room hazardous material inventory on a monthly basis.

        (13) Ensure that room hazardous material is properly stored in approved storage containers and lockers and all hazardous material is correctly identified, stored and labeled.


6.  Supply
       (a) Hazardous material required must be ordered through the NAS Lemoore Hazardous Material Minimization Department.  Orders may be placed by the Hazardous Material/Waste Coordinator, or Hazardous Material/Waste Coordinator Alternate. 

       (b) Hazardous material maintained at NAMTRAU Lemoore requires a one for one turn in. (i.e. an empty hydraulic can must be turned in, in order to receive a full one).

5. Forms.  All forms and labels mentioned in this instruction

can be obtained from reference (a) or from the Unit Hazardous Material Coordinator.

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OIL AND HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCES SPILL EMERGENCY ACTION PLAN
1.  Purpose.  To outline measures to be taken by personnel in the event of a spill of petroleum, oil, lubricants, or Hazardous Material/Waste (HM/HW) in areas under the direct control of this activity.

2.  Applicability.  This plan applies to all civilian and military personnel working with petroleum, oil, lubricants or HM/HW, including contractor personnel under this activities supervision.

3.  Definition. Spill - Any spill of petroleum, oil, lubricants or HM/HW which meets one of the following criteria:

    a.  Five gallons or more of any petroleum, oil, or lubricant.

    b.  Any petroleum, oil, lubricant or HM/HW entering a waterway or sewer.

    c.  Any HM/HW spill two gallons or larger or covering a surface area greater than 15 square feet.

4.  Action
    a.  In the event of a mishap with hazardous material where injuries to personnel are sustained, a copy of the applicable MSDS shall accompany the injured in order to expedite treatment.

b.  5 GALLONS OR LESS.
1. Clean it up.

2. Place the contaminated material/waste in an open top 55-gallon drum.

3. Annotate the contaminants on the label.

4. Notify Public Works Hazardous Waste Storage Compound (PWHWSC) personnel at extension 4104/4090 for pickup and disposal.

    c.  OVER 5 GALLONS
1.  CALL 9-911 to activate the Fire Department Entry  

    Team.

2.  Standby, the Entry Team Leader may request your, or     the activities assistance.

3.  While waiting for assistance, attempt to limit the      size of spill.  However, spills that generate 

    hazardous fumes or deplete oxygen in a closed space     should be treated only by trained personnel from the     Fire Department or Public Works.

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4.  For personnel specifically trained for the task.

 Prevent the spill from entering a waterway or sewer.  Use sandbags or build a dike with dry sweep material. 

5.  Confine the spill as necessary.

6.  Apply absorbent material such as safe step or dry

    sweep.

7.  Do not dilute with water unless advised to do so by

    Public Works or Fire Department Personnel.

8.  Remain available on the scene until relieved or secured by

    the supervisor, Hazardous Material Coordinator, Public Works

    or Fire Department Representative.
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
