1.  Purpose.  To provide policy and guidance related to the supervision of traffic and the operation of vehicles and bicycles aboard Naval Station (NAVSTA) Mayport per references (a) through (e).  Enclosures (1) through (5) apply to all personnel, military and civilian, entering NAVSTA Mayport.

2.  Cancellation.  NAVSTAMYPTINST 5560.2P, SOPA(ADMIN)MYPTINST 5560.1, NAVSTAMYPTINST 5530.3B paragraphs 0403, 0404.

3.  Administrative Information.  This constitutes a major revision to the previous instruction; therefore, paragraph markings indicating additions, revisions and deletions have been omitted, and the revised instruction should be read in its entirety.  Reference (b), because of relevance to physical security, contains detailed guidance applicable to vehicle registration. 

4.  Scope.  The provisions of this instruction apply to all military and civilian personnel operating or parking a vehicle while within the confines of the Station.  While operating a vehicle on NAVSTA Mayport, all personnel will comply with the provisions of this instruction, the traffic laws of the State of Florida, and vehicle registration and insurance requirements of this Station and the state in which the vehicle is registered.

5.  Goal.  The goals of traffic supervision aboard the Station are to facilitate the orderly flow of traffic in and about the Station; prevent or reduce traffic accidents, accidental deaths or injuries; and minimize resulting property damage.  To achieve these goals, successful traffic supervision requires the total and willing cooperation of all personnel operating vehicles aboard the Station.  

6.  Responsibilities.  The Commanding Officer (CO), NAVSTA Mayport, is responsible for establishing command traffic policies and executing an effective and efficient traffic management program aboard the Station.

    a.  Security Officer.  The Security Officer will coordinate and supervise all aspects of traffic management including the enforcement of traffic regulations, traffic control and coordination of traffic issues with ships, tenant commands and other law enforcement agencies.

    b.  Station Judge Advocate (SJA).  The SJA will provide legal guidance concerning the enforcement of the provisions of this instruction and in dealing with jurisdictional authority related to legal actions under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ) or state laws applicable to this instruction.
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    c.  Safety Officer.  The Safety Officer will develop, promulgate and actively participate in traffic accident prevention and safe driver education initiatives in support of the NAVSTA Mayport Traffic Safety Program.

    d.  Public Works Officer.  The Public Works Officer (PWO) will provide guidance and perform engineering tasks concerned with the planning, design, construction and maintenance of Station streets, roadways and vehicle parking areas.  Additionally, the PWO will select, deter​mine appropriate design, procure, construct, and maintain permanent traffic control devices, traffic control signs and pavement markings to conform to standards in the current Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices.  The PWO will further ensure that formal traffic engineering studies are conducted to identify and reduce the number and severity of traffic accidents aboard the Station, and liaise with local civil traffic engineers concerning the efficient traffic flow and safety of adjacent roadways that could have an impact on Station operations.

    e.  Traffic Hearing Administrator.  The NAVSTA Mayport Traffic Hearing Administrator will be a collateral duty with the incumbent appointed in writing by the CO.  The Traffic Hearing Administrator will be a Chief Petty Officer or Civil Service Employee, GS-7 or above, whose primary duty is not associated with law enforcement.  The Traffic Hearing Administrator, as a disinterested and impartial party, will review reports of traffic violations committed on Station and prescribe appropriate administrative action against violators of the provisions of this instruction. 

7.  Action.  All concerned are encouraged to submit recommendations for changes to this instruction, in writing, to the CO (Code N23), NAVSTA Mayport via their chain of command.  All departments, staff agencies, units, ships and activities stationed aboard NAVSTA Mayport will ensure the content of this instruction receives the widest dissemination and that regulations contained herein are made a part of indoctrination briefings, scheduled training and safety standdowns.

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                      GENERAL TRAFFIC RULES AND REGULATIONS
1.  Vehicle Registration.  Detailed requirements for registration of vehicles by the NAVSTA Mayport Security Department are contained in reference (b).  The following is furnished as general guidance related to the registration of vehicles on NAVSTA Mayport. 

    a.  Registration of vehicles for the purpose of permitting access to the Station is a privilege extended by the CO to all persons having military status, civilian employees and other persons having business needs aboard the Station.  

    b.  The military family member is considered the sponsor and person of record for all family owned vehicles registered aboard the Station.  Accordingly, the sponsor is directly responsible for the conduct and actions of all family members while they are operating a registered vehicle on Station.  Violations committed by family members will be assessed against the driving record of the military sponsor. 

    c.  All military and civilian personnel assigned to duty or employed at NAVSTA Mayport will, within 30 days of reporting aboard the Station, register their privately owned vehicles with the Security Department Pass and Identification (Pass/ID) Vehicle Registration Branch located in Building 1983. This requirement also includes vehicles of personnel transferring into Mayport from other installations with valid DOD decals issued by the previous station of assignment.  

    d.  Minimum documents required for registration of a private vehicle on the Station include: state driver's license, ownership state registration, and proof of current insurance.  Motorcycle registration requires the owner/operator produce a certificate of completion of a state or military accredited motorcycle safety course in addition to driver’s license, insurance and registration documents. 
    e.  Personnel awaiting registration data on the purchase of a new vehicle or transfer of tags will be provided temporary vehicle registration effective for up to 30 days.  A person need not own the vehicle to register it; however, the owner must be an immediate family member and the applicant must have a lease agreement, power of attorney or notarized statement from the owner of the vehicle specifying the inclusive dates for which permission to use the vehicle has been granted. 

    f.  A vehicle decal or pass may only be placed on and used with the vehicle for which the decal or pass was issued.  

    g.  When Station driving privileges have been suspended or revoked, vehicle decals must be removed from all registered vehicles.  If authorized, the driving privileges of immediate family members requiring driving access to the Station will not be terminated; however, the person under revocation will not operate a vehicle on the Station or any DOD activity.  The Traffic Hearing Administrator will provide special pass media to the affected members.

    h.  Vehicle owners will inform the Pass/ID Branch whenever there is a change in vehicle registra​tion data or address.  

    i.  When a vehicle is sold or traded, the person to whom the decal was issued is responsible for recovering and returning the decal to the Security Department for correction of records.  The recovered decal will be destroyed by the Security Department.
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2.  Termination of Vehicle Registration.  Termination of vehicle registration may occur under any of the following conditions (decal and tabs will be removed from vehicles when registration is terminated):

    a.  The owner fails to comply with vehicle registration requirements.

    b.  The owner sells or disposes of the vehicle, is released from active duty, is separated from the service or terminates civilian employment with a DOD agency.

    c.  The owner is other than an active duty military or civilian employee and discontinues regular operation of the vehicle on Station.

    d.  The owner's state driver's license has been suspended or revoked and Station driving privileges have been revoked.  When Station registration is terminated, the affected person must apply to re-register the vehicle after the revocation period expires. 

3.  Vehicle Safety Equipment.  All operators of motor vehicles on the Station will comply with the standards listed below:  

    a.  All privately owned motor vehicles operating on the Station must be in a safe operating state.  Conditions such as inoperative lights, reflectors, horns, brakes, wipers, seat belts, bald tires, cracked windshield/windows, mirrors, leaking mufflers, and excessive tailpipe emissions may subject the operator to traffic citations.

    b.  All government owned motor vehicles must pass an annual safety inspection that evaluates systems, subsystems, and components having substantial relation to safe vehicle performance including safety belts, lighting, glazing, exhaust systems, wipers, horns, brake systems, steering systems, suspension, tires, and wheel assemblies.  The inspection shall not exceed any applicable federal, state or municipal exhaust emission requirements.  
    c.  Operators and passengers of vehicles manufactured after January 1968 must wear seat belts while operating the vehicle on the Station.

    d.  Transporting passengers in the cargo bed of a pick-up truck is prohibited on Station unless the vehicle is specifically, safety equipped for that purpose.

    e.  Infant/child car seats are required for all children four years old or under and less than 45 pounds in weight.

    f.  Wearing headphones, earphones and non-hands free use of cell phones is prohibited while operating any vehicle that is in motion.  This does not preclude the use of safety hearing protection equipment in vehicles so authorized.

    g.  The use of radar detection devices to alert operators of the presence of electronic speed measuring equipment is prohibited.

    h.  Vehicles having been modified from the original manufacturer's specifications for height of vehicle under carriage road clearance must not be such that the bumper height presents an undue safety hazard to others should an accident occur.  The following are maximum bumper heights measured from the ground to the top of the bumper for the vehicles indicated:
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        (1) Automobiles:  Weigh Class          Front       Rear          

                          under 2499 lb        22 in       22 in

                          2500 - 3500 lb       24 in       26 in

                          over 3500 lb         27 in       29 in

        (2) Trucks:       under 2000 lb        24 in       26 in

                          2000 - 3000 lb       27 in       29 in

                          3001 - 5000 lb       28 in       30 in

    i.  Motorcycle or street legal moped operators and passengers must properly wear the following clothing/equipment: 

        (1) Approved motorcycle safety helmets, eye protective devices (impact or shatter resistant goggles/eyeglasses or full-face shield properly attached to the helmet).  A windshield, fairing or eyeglasses alone are not proper eye protection.  

        (2) A high visibility safety vest worn as an outer garment, with unobstructed view of the vest.

        (3) Long sleeve shirt/jacket.

        (4) Long trousers.

        (5) Full fingered gloves or mittens designed for motorcycle use.

        (6) Over the ankle hard sole shoes or boots will be worn. 

    j.  When operated onboard NAVSTA Mayport, motorcycles and motor driven cycles must be equipped with proper lights, horn, mufflers and two mirrors (one on each side of the handle bars or fairing).  The headlight must be turned on at all times of operation.  Motorcycle and All Terrain Vehicle (ATV) operators shall ensure headlights are turned on at all times while being operated.
    k.  Vehicles transporting loads extending more that 24 inches beyond the vehicle load bed or trunk compartment must have a high visibility flag or light attached.

    l.  Individuals are not authorized to skate, ride a skateboard or jog, run or walk on roadways during high traffic density and peak traffic periods.  When jogging on roadways personnel shall jog in patrolled areas and wear light color clothing and wear reflective clothing during periods of reduced visibility.  Joggers shall jog facing oncoming traffic, in single file and obey traffic rules.  

4.  Consent to Vehicle Impounding.  Per reference (a), personnel registering a vehicle with the Station must consent to the impounding of the registered vehicle if conditions warrant that action.  Registration application forms will have the following statement acknowledging impoundment requirements and consenting to payment of associated impoundment fees:

       "I am aware that OPNAVINST 11200.5C and the Station Traffic Regulations provide for the removal and temporary impounding of privately owned motor vehicles that are either parked illegally for unreasonable periods, interfering with military operations, creating a safety hazard, disabled by incident, left unattended in a restricted or controlled area, or abandoned.  I agree to reimburse the United States, or the civilian towing firm, for the cost of towing and storage should my motor vehicle(s), because of such circumstances, be removed and impounded."
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5.  Administrative Vehicle Inspection (AVI).  All vehicles are subject to being stopped and inspected at NAVSTA Mayport entrance/exit points, restricted area access points, vehicle inspec​tion stations and other areas approved by the CO. At the time of the stop, the driver and occupants may be required to produce all pertinent docu​ments and open all vehicle compartments.  Military members entering the Station must submit to the vehicle inspection.  Civilians entering the Station who refuse to be inspected will not be granted access to the Station, will be issued a Trespass Warning and, if registered within the DOD system, notified that they will be subject to revocation action.  Military personnel, operators of government vehicles and civilian personnel already on the Station must submit to inspections. 

6.  Implied Consent.  Persons who accept DOD registration, temporary passes or use the Station visitor policy to drive within the Station, shall be deemed to have given their consent to eviden​tial tests for alcohol or other drug content of their blood, breath and/or urine if lawfully stopped, apprehended, detained or cited for any offense allegedly committed while driving or in physical control of a motor vehicle.  Law enforcement personnel relying on implied consent will warn the person that NAVSTA driving privileges will be revoked if the person fails to voluntarily submit to or complete a requested chemical test or field sobriety test.  The person does NOT have the right to have an attorney present before stating whether he or she will submit to a test or during the actual test.

7.  Mandatory Education and Screening.  Individuals convicted of driving while under the influence (DUI) of drugs or alcohol or those who refused to submit to, or complete, a chemical or field sobriety test must complete the 36‑hour Navy Alcohol and Drug Safety Action Program (NADSAP) or equivalent alcohol education program prior to becoming eligible for rein​statement of driving privileges.  Active duty Navy personnel appre​hended for DUI on or off the Station will be screened by the Counseling and Assistance Center (CAAC) within ten days to deter​mine if they are dependent on alcohol or other drugs.  Drivers involved in frequent accidents or accumulating excessive traffic citations or points will be referred to the Safety Officer for safe driver rehabilitative training and evaluation of their suitability for continuation of Station driving privileges. 

8.  General Vehicle Operating Regulations.  Except as modified by posted signs and promulgated in this instruction, vehicle operators driving aboard the Station will follow the State of Florida rules of the road and traffic statutes.  The following general traffic operating rules apply to all vehicles operating aboard the Station:

    a.  Traffic speed limits are posted throughout the Station.  The general operating vehicle speed aboard the Station is 32 miles per hour (MPH) unless posted otherwise. 

    b.  The speed limit within parking lots, taxi ramps, warehouse areas, industrial work or repair areas, personnel training areas or in close proximity to any aircraft is 10 MPH unless posted otherwise.

    c.  The maximum speed limit in housing and pier areas is 15 MPH.

    d.  All operators will give the right-of-way to emergency vehicles with blue/red lights and/or sirens operating.  Vehicle traffic will yield to working vehicles, cranes or other government units engaged in mission operations.

    e.  Vehicles will not pass passenger buses proceeding in the same direction, engaged in pick-up or discharging passengers unless the bus is clear of the traffic lane.
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    f.  Operators will ensure that all persons in a moving vehicle are using seat belts and that the number of passengers carried does not exceed the number of seat belts available.

    g.  Vehicle operators will obey all traffic control signs, devices and directions of police officers.

    h.  All trucks and commercial vehicles will enter the Station via the main gate unless prior arrangements have been made with the Security Officer.

    i.  Hitchhiking is prohibited.  Vehicle drivers will not pick-up or discharge passengers in traffic lanes.

    j.  Operators will not pick-up or attempt to enter the Station with passengers not authorized to have access.

    k.  Unlicensed and unregistered motorized trail bikes, mopeds, scooters, ATVs, hobby racers, motorized skateboards, or other such vehicles that cannot meet the requirements for motor vehicle registration in the State of Florida are not authorized to operate within the Station.

    l.  All vehicle turns on the Station must be preceded by the proper use of turn signals to warn other drivers of intentions.  "U" turns are prohibited unless directed by a police officer.  

    m.  Using a privately owned vehicle (POV) for towing of another vehicle without a Department of Transportation (DOT) approved hitch is prohibited.

    n.  Vehicles with an inoperative or defective noise muffler or those emitting visible exhaust smoke (emission of exhaust smoke for more than five continuous seconds) will not be permitted to operate aboard the Station.

    o.  Operators and/or passengers will not attempt to enter or drive within the Station with prohibitive articles such as firearms, knives with blades over three inches, spear guns, bows with arrows, explosives, ammunition, fireworks, karate sticks or other objects that could reasonably be assumed to be dangerous or used as weapons.   

    p.  Transporting open containers of alcoholic beverages or the consumption of these beverages by vehicle operators, passengers, or bicycle riders, in motion or parked, is prohibited.

    q.  The use of a POV for any purpose other than that for which the vehicle was intended, or the use of the vehicle for any illegal activity, is prohibited and could be the basis for impounding and seizure.

    r.  Bumper stickers that are considered vulgar, obscene, racist or sexist in context are prohibited regardless of their location on the vehicle.

    s.  Street racing, excessive speed, following too close, weaving in and out of traffic and other unsafe driving practices are prohibited.

    t.  All persons involved in an accident will stop, render assistance if required, report the accident to the Security Department (270-5583), prepare to provide information to the investigating police officer and remain at the scene until informed by the investigating police officer that they may leave.

    u.  Only state licensed drivers may operate motor vehicles or motorcycles aboard the Station.
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    v.  Vehicles will not follow within 500 feet of a responding fire or emergency vehicle.   

    w.  Operating any private motor vehicle on the Station beach area or associated sand dunes is prohibited.  Enclosure (5) provides additional information regarding off-road and beach access.

    x.  Pedestrians have the right-of-way in Station street crosswalks.  All motor vehicle or bicycle traffic will stop and yield to the person crossing the street.

    y.  Vehicle radios or other devices designed to reproduce voice or music sound will not be played at a volume which can be heard at a distance of 25 feet or more from the vehicle emitting the sound.  Offensive language, either personally transmitted or emitted from the above devices, will not be audible more than 25 feet from a vehicle.

    z.  Government owned low speed vehicles capable of operating in excess of 20 MPH will be treated as motor vehicles.  These vehicles require frequent safety inspections and operator training.  All vehicles shall meet manufacturer safety requirements to include windshields, exterior mirrors mounted on driver and passenger side of the vehicle, head lamps, tail lamps, brake lamps, emergency flashers and turn signals, reflectors, parking brake, safety belts, vehicle identification numbers, and horn or warning device.  Vehicles shall also meet federal, state, and local safety requirements.  Operators of government-owned ATVs shall successfully complete the Specialty Vehicle Institute of America’s (SVIA) ATV Rider Course or other Naval Safety Center (NAVSAFECEN) approved ATV training prior to operating these vehicles on the Station.

    aa. Although not classified as government-owned vehicles, golf carts are low visibility vehicles, which typically operate at speeds no greater than 15-20 MPH and offer no occupant protection in a collision.  They do not meet Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards and are restricted to controlled areas (on the wharves, golf course and off road use) where there is very little commercial or private motor vehicle traffic mix.  While transiting Station roads, operators are required to follow all traffic regulations, examples of which are turn signals and lights during non-daylight hours.

9.  Bicycle Operating Rules.  Bicycle riders will obey all traffic regulations, traffic control devices and speed limits when operating a bicycle on Station streets, roadways and designated bike paths.

    a.  Bike riding on Station streets is permitted; however, Station sidewalks are designated as bike paths and recommended for bike use where feasible.

    b.  When riding on Station streets and roadways, the bike and rider, traveling in the same direction as vehicle traffic, unless a safety hazard exists, must remain within 24 inches of the curbside of the traffic lane of travel.

    c.  Bicycles used for both day and night riding must be equipped with a lamp on the front exhibiting a white light visible from a distance of at least 500 feet to the front and a lamp and reflector on the rear each exhibiting a red light visible from a distance of 600 feet to the rear. 

    d.  Bikes not equipped with front and rear lights are restricted to use from sunrise to sunset.  All bikes are required to have front and rear reflectors.
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    e.  When bike riders are traveling together they will ride in single file along the curbside of the far right traffic lane.

    f.  The rider will dismount and safely walk the bicycle across streets and designated crosswalks. 

    g.  Bike riders exiting the Station via the Main Gate are prohibited from riding in the outbound traffic lane between the Main Gate and Wonderwood Road. Bike riders are required to use the sidewalk adjacent to the inbound traffic lane to exit Station property.

    h.  All personnel riding bicycles on a Department of Defense installation or in associated family housing areas must properly wear an American National Standards Institute (ANSI) or Snell Memorial Foundation approved bicycle safety helmet.  Only workers operating bicycles in work areas requiring the use of an ANSI work safety helmet for protection from falling or flying objects are exempt and may substitute the ANSI work safety helmet for the Snell helmet in and around the work area if it is properly fastened under the chin.  During normal daylight conditions bicyclists must wear light color clothing.  During periods of reduced visibility conditions such as rain, fog or at night, bicyclists must wear reflective clothing or a reflective vest.   

    i.  Bikes designed for a single rider are prohibited from carrying additional passengers.

10. Roller Skates/Skateboards.  No person on roller skates, in-line skates, or riding in or by means of any coaster, toy vehicle or similar device may go upon any roadway except while crossing a street on a crosswalk.  Personnel will properly wear an ANSI approved helmet and light color clothing.  During restricted visibility conditions reflective clothing shall be worn.  Elbow pads, kneepads and gloves are strongly recommended.

11. Emergency Vehicle Operator Training.  Untrained personnel will not drive government owned police vehicles, ambulances, fire vehicles, crash and rescue vehicles, Explosive Ordnance Disposal (EOD) and hazardous material (HAZMAT) response vehicles, or other emergency response vehicles equipped with lights and siren until they have successfully completed the Emergency Vehicle Operator Course (EVOC) conducted by a NAVSAFECEN approved instructor.  The following requirements apply:

    a.  Recertification of emergency vehicle operators is required every three years.

    b.  EVOC instructors who have not been re-certified by a NAVSAFECEN approved instructor within the previous three years may not teach the class.

    c.  Drivers of Navy owned school buses shall successfully complete a local, state approved school bus operator training program or other training approved by NAVSAFECEN.

    d.  Instructors must certify the student driver has met the requirements and understands the peculiarities of the vehicle being operated before a U.S. Government Motor Vehicle Operator’s Identification Card (OF-346) is issued and documented in the individual’s military service record or civilian personnel file.

12. Maximum Driving Time.  The purpose of maximum driving time is to reduce the potential for traffic mishaps caused by operator fatigue.  This paragraph pertains only to Navy vehicles operated during peacetime conditions by on-duty, full-time motor vehicle operators, such as truck and bus drivers, school bus drivers, security patrol vehicle operators and operators of vehicles carrying explosives or other hazardous cargo.
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    a.  No person shall drive or require another to drive a motor vehicle during any duty period if that duty period was not preceded by at least eight consecutive hours off-duty.

    b.  Use of alcohol eight hours prior to a duty period in which a person drives a motor vehicle is prohibited.

    c.  No one may drive or require another to drive a motor vehicle:

        (1) For more than a total of ten hours in a 24 hour period,

        (2) After having been on duty for 15 hours,

        (3) For more than eight hours in a 24-hour period if the vehicle is carrying explosives or other hazardous cargo.  Two drivers should be assigned if a vehicle carrying explosives or other hazardous cargo makes a trip requiring more than eight hours’ driving time.  Assigned drivers shall periodically relieve each other of driving responsibility.  Total driving time shall not exceed ten hours in a 24-hour period.

     d. Emergency medical service, fire truck, and crash and rescue vehicle drivers who are assigned to rotating shifts with sleeping accommodations are exempt from the above duty time restrictions.
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                             TRAFFIC LAW ENFORCEMENT
1.  General.  Traffic law enforcement on NAVSTA Mayport is designed to ensure the safety of Station motorists, personnel and property, motivate drivers to safely operate vehicles while aboard the Station and maintain an efficient and safe flow of traffic on Station streets and roadways.  The following principles apply:

    a.  The Station will adopt and employ standard traffic signs, markings and signals in accordance with National Highway Safety Program Standards (NHSPS) and the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices. 

    b.  Station law enforcement personnel will maintain a courteous and professional demeanor in all personal contacts with drivers and act promptly when driving behavior is improper or a defective vehicle is observed in operation.

    c.  The Station will maintain an aggressive program to detect and apprehend repeat traffic violators and persons who drive aboard the Station while privileges are suspended or revoked.

    d.  Station law enforcement officers will use sound judgment and discretion in deciding when to apprehend, issue citations or warn the offender.

    e.  The Station will ensure the strict enforcement of traffic laws at locations where repeated traffic violations occur and traffic congestion exists or accidents frequently happen.

    f.  When conditions warrant, the Station will use radar, unmarked vehicles and check points to detect traffic offenders and drivers suspected of driving under the influence of alcohol or drugs.

2.  Traffic Violation Citations.  Station Security Department law enforcement personnel will issue an Armed Forces Traffic Citation (DD Form 1408) to any person violating Station traffic regulations.  Citations will indicate the nature of the traffic violation and assign a Traffic Court Hearing date, if appropriate.  All citations issued by Station Security personnel or designated command representatives will be forwarded to the Command Traffic Hearing Administrator for review and determination of appropriate action required for the violation cited.  Only the NAVSTA Security Officer may decide when an issued citation should be declared void due to obvious administrative or procedural errors.  When a citation has been declared void, the Traffic Hearing Administrator and issuing officer will be notified of the decision and driving records adjusted as appropriate. 

3.  Decal and Tab Removal.  The removal of the DOD Decal from a registered privately owned vehicle is a serious administrative action that must be approved by the Security Officer.  To provide law enforcement personnel with flexibility in identifying and controlling Station access of vehicle operators charged with a serious violation of Station traffic regulations, the Patrol Officer has the authority to remove the installation identification tab (red, blue, white or green NS MAYPORT FL strip) and the expiration date numbers for the violation categories indicated below.  The fact that the tab and numbers were removed will be noted in block 15 of the traffic citation when issued.  The tab and dates will be restored by direction of the Traffic Hearing Administrator when the case has been resolved.  Tabs and dates may be removed for any of the following violation categories:

    a.  All DUI violations.
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    b.  Illegal drugs, firearms/prohibited articles or unauthorized possession of government property detected during gate/check point inspections, and failure to comply with a legal search of vehicle.

    c.  Serious violations of Station parking regulations such as blocking or obstructing traffic lanes, supply/maintenance/repair building production doorways, ramps and driveways, a fire lane or fire hydrant, safety islands, security gates or parking in security zones.  The tab will be reissued at the direction of the Traffic Hearing Administrator.

    d.  Discrepancy in vehicle tag/decal data as entered in Station computer data bank.  The installation tab will normally be replaced at the Pass/ID Office after the data has been corrected unless other violations are noted.

4.  Traffic Accident Investigation and Reports.  All traffic accidents occurring on Station will be reported to the Security Department (270-5583).  Security personnel will respond and conduct a traffic accident investigation.  The vehicle operator involved in an accident will remain at the scene, render any assistance required and provide requested information to the investigating Patrol Officer.  Persons involved in an accident may request a copy of the accident report by contacting the NAVSTA SJA (270-5647).

5.  Administrative Suspension or Revocation.  The CO, NAVSTA Mayport, the Security Officer with “By direction” authority, or the designated Traffic Hearing Administrator may, for cause, administratively suspend or revoke a person’s on-station driving privileges.  The CO may also direct the suspension or revocation of Station driving privileges or denial of vehicle registration for lawful reasons other than traffic violations.

    a.  Suspension of Driving Privileges.  The suspension of driving privileges is an administrative action taken by the Traffic Hearing Administrator for serious traffic violations not sufficient to warrant revocation.  Such violations may include accumulation of "points," repeated violation of Station parking regulations or other lawful reasons.  Suspensions will normally not exceed six months unless formally extended for just cause.  Following review of available evidence, if warranted, the Traffic Hearing Administrator will notify the violator of the suspension.  Upon directing the suspen​sion, the Traffic Hearing Administrator will order the removal of the tab "NS MAYPORT FL" (or existing tab if other than Mayport) from all vehicles registered to the violator.  In the case of a person charged with DUI, the Traffic Hearing Administrator will direct immediate suspension of the individual's driving privileges for any of the following circumstances:

        (1) Refusal to take or complete a lawfully requested chemical test to determine contents of blood for alcohol or other drugs.

        (2) Refusal to take or complete a lawfully requested field sobriety test.  

        (3) Operating a motor vehicle with a blood alcohol concentration (BAC) of 0.05 percent by volume or higher.

        (4) Receipt of an arrest report or other official documentation of the circumstances of an apprehension for an alcohol incident.

    b.  Revocation.  The revocation of Station vehicle driving privileges is a severe administrative action, which must be exercised for only those violations of a serious nature involving the safety of others, or repeat offenders where the individual fails to give respect for the law or shows no intention of rehabilitation. 
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        (1) Revocation will be for a specific period, but not less than six months.  It applies to vehicle operation on all military installations and remains in effect upon transfer to a new duty station. 

        (2) Revocation of driving and registration privileges requires the removal of the DOD decal and all tabs from all vehicle(s) registered to the violator.  

        (3) Under special circumstances, the Traffic Hearing Administrator may issue a Restricted Decal and documents to qualified immediate family members allowing them to drive the revoked vehicle on Station.  The Restricted Decal will allow authorized family members limited vehicle access to the Station only for the purpose of transporting the military sponsor to and from work, attaining entitlements or attending religious services.  The restricted decal is a one-inch square stick-on decal with red background and white letters "RF" or "RM."  The "RM" designates authorization for a male to operate the vehicle. The "RF" designates authorization for a female to operate the vehicle. 

        (4) In cases where a family member has abused Station driving privileges to the extent that the military member's driving privileges are in jeopardy, the Traffic Hearing Administrator may grant restricted driving privileges to the military member.  The military member will be issued a "Restricted Decal" and documents indicating who may operate the vehicle on station.  Restricted decal description is contained in paragraph 5b(3) above. 

    c.  Mandatory Revocation.  The Traffic Hearing Administrator will revoke Station driving privileges for any of the violations listed below.  Mandatory maximum time limits are listed: 

        (1) A person lawfully apprehended for DUI refuses to submit to or complete a field sobriety test, a test to measure the BAC in the blood or detect the presence of any other drug -- one year.

        (2) A conviction, nonjudicial punishment (NJP), or a military or civilian administrative action resulting in the suspension or revocation of a driver's license for DUI.  Appropriate official documentation is required as the basis for revocation –- one year.

        (3) Driving aboard the Station while driver's license or Station driving privileges are under suspension or revocation -- one year.  Repeat offenders will be assessed an additional year for a second occurrence and barred from driving on Station for the third offense. 

        (4) Negligent homicide resulting from the operation of a motor vehicle -- one year. 

        (5) Use of a motor vehicle in the commission of a crime -- one year.

        (6) Fleeing the scene of an accident involving death or personal injury -- one year.

        (7) Perjury or making a false statement or affidavit under oath to responsible officials relating to the ownership or operation of a motor vehicle -- one year.

        (8) Unauthorized use of a motor vehicle belonging to another, when the act does not amount to a felony -- one year.
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    d.  Computing Revocation Period.  When temporary suspensions are followed by revocations, the period of revocation is computed beginning from the date the original suspension was imposed, exclusive of any period during which full driving privileges may have been restored pending resolution of charges.  

    e.  Revocation periods delineated above can be appealed in writing via the member’s chain of command.

6.  Restricted Driving Privileges.  The CO may modify the provisions of suspensions or revocations to permit restricted driving privileges within the Station.  However, this discretion is not authorized for cases involving a person whose driver’s license is under suspension or have been revoked by a state or federal licensing authority. 

    a.  Aside from any other limitations, restricted driving privileges or probation may be granted on a case-by-case basis to accommodate any of the following:

        (1) Mission requirements.

        (2) Unusual personal or family hardships.

        (3) Lack of reasonable transportation to official assigned duties.

    b.  In cases of extreme hardship having an impact on the person's livelihood, to obtain special consideration for limited restricted driving privileges, the offender must apply in writing through the chain of command to the CO, NAVSTA Mayport explaining the circumstance of hardship imposed by the suspension or revoking of privileges.

7.  Administrative Due Process.  For offenses other than DUI, the Traffic Hearing Administrator will notify the violator of the intent to suspend Station driving privileges.  The correspondence will advise the violator of the right to an administrative hearing and that a reply is required within ten days from the date of receipt of the written correspondence at which time the suspension is effective.  If the violator applies for a hearing within the ten-day time period, the suspension will be delayed until the case is resolved. 

    a.  Verification.  In the event the receipt of notification cannot be verified by returned mail or other means, the Traffic Hearing Administrator will determine the effective date of the suspension based on a reasonable delay (20 days from the mailing date) awaiting a reply.

    b.  DUI Notification
        (1) A written notice of immediate suspension or revocation for DUI involving an active duty member will be forwarded to the individual's command for immediate presentation to the member. 

        (2) In the case of civilians, written notice will be provided without delay via certified mail to the person's address of record.  If the violator is employed aboard the Station, such notice will be forwarded directly through the military or civilian supervisor. 

        (3) A person under immediate suspension/revocation will be required to provide written acknowledgment upon receipt of the notice. 

        (4) If the suspension or revocation is determined during the process of an administrative hearing where the offender is present, no further notification is required.
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    c.  Appeal.  If the revocation or suspension is imposed after a hearing, the person affected will have a right to appeal or request reconsideration.  Such requests must be forwarded via the chain of command to the CO within ten days from the date the individual is notified of revocation or suspension resulting from the administrative hearing.  The revocation or suspension will remain in effect pending a final ruling on the appeal request.

8.  Vehicle Towing and Impoundment.  Privately owned vehicles will not be towed and impounded (storage) unless they clearly interfere with mission operations or movement of traffic, threaten public safety or security, are involved in criminal activity, parked in a handicap parking space, left unattended for five consecutive days or is considered abandoned.  All requests for vehicle towing will be coordinated and approved by the Security Department Watch Commander (270-5583).      

    a.  Vehicles left in general parking areas in excess of five consecutive days without prior approval of the Security Officer are considered unattended and subject to towing.  Unless security or safety considerations dictate otherwise, an Abandoned Vehicle Notice (DD Form 2504 or similar notice) will be conspicuously placed on these vehicles for a minimum of three days prior to taking towing action.  

    b.  An approved civilian towing company is required when towing.  Vehicles owned by military personnel will normally be towed and impounded in the Morale, Welfare and Recreation (MWR) Long Term Storage area.  Vehicles belonging to civilian personnel or military personnel on the suspended/revoked driving list will be towed to a local off-station civilian vehicle storage area for impounding and safekeeping pending disposition of related issues.  Vehicle owners are responsible for all fees related to the towing and storage of impounded vehicles.

    c.  When a vehicle has been towed, an Abandoned Vehicle Removal Authorization (DD Form 2505 or similar form) must be completed and filed by the Security Dispatch Office showing disposition of the towed vehicle.  Also, the towing and impounding action will be documented in the Security Dispatch Desk Journal or other official logbook. 

    d.  In any case, every reasonable effort will be made to contact the vehicle owner prior to towing.

9.  Disposition After Impounding.  If a POV is impounded for any reason, it will be held in the MWR Vehicle Storage Compound or civilian storage area for only as long as necessary to resolve the matter.  

    a.  If the vehicle impoundment was related to a criminal activity, it will be protected as evidence and stored as long as necessary to resolve the case. On resolution of the legal case, the impounded vehicle will be returned to the owner without delay or disposed of as provided for by law. 

    b.  If an impounded vehicle is unclaimed after 120 days from the date the notification (DD Form 2507) was mailed to the last known owner or if the owner signs authority for release of the vehicle on the DD Form 2507 (reverse side), the vehicle will be disposed of by release to the lien holder, if known, or processed per DOD 4160.21-M.
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                          TRAFFIC VIOLATION POINT SYSTEM

1.  Application.  The traffic violation point system provides a uniform administrative action system to impartially judge driving performance.  The system is not a disci​plinary measure or a substitute for punitive action.  When a traffic violation has occurred, the person in violation will be issued a U.S. Armed Forces Traffic Citation (DD Form 1408) with the Traffic Violation Code (TVC) recorded on the citation.  Depending on the violation committed, the citation serves as the sole basis for assessment of points for the violation or, if appropriate, the Traffic Court Hearing date will be noted on the citation.  Final assessment of the points and appropriate entries will be made on the offender's driving record following the Traffic Hearing Administrator's final review of the DD Form 1408. 

2.  Point Assessment Action.  The Traffic Hearing Administrator will review each DD Form 1408, for correct code entries, assess the appropriate points and record the action on the offender's station driving record.  The citation serves as the basis for the administrative action and, unless otherwise directed on the citation, no appearance or hearing is required.  The administrative action may only be appealed if suspension or revocation of driving privileges is anticipated.  The following additional actions will be taken, as appropriate:

    a.  If an individual acquires six traffic points within any six-month period, an advisory letter will be forwarded to the offender via the individual's chain of command or supervisor.  The letter will advise the person that any further violation of traffic regulations, including continued violation of those with no point assessment, could result in suspension of Station driving privileges.  The advisory letter may also direct the violator to attend a Driving Improvement Training Course with proof of attendance forwarded to the Traffic Hearing Administrator.

    b.  Any person who has acquired more than six but less than 12 traffic points within a 12 month period will be required to attend a Driver Improvement Training Course, and the offender will be required to show cause why Station driving privileges should not be suspended.  Notification of this requirement will be forwarded to the individual via official channels and the appropriate chain of command.

    c.  An individual's driving privileges will normally be suspended or revoked for a single serious violation such as DUI or at fault accident with injury, accumulation of 12 traffic points within any 12 consecutive months, or accumulation of 18 traffic points within 24 consecutive months.

3.  Driving Records.  The Security Department maintains a driving record on all persons registering a vehicle on Station.  The record will contain all information necessary to identify the driver/owner, registered vehicles, station/home addresses and record of traffic/parking violations.  Points assessed against a person will remain in effect for accumulation purposes for 24 consecutive months. 

    a.  Driving record entries for serious offenses will remain posted in individual driving records for the time periods indicated below:

        (1) Chargeable non-fatal accidents or moving violations -- three years.

        (2) Non-mandatory suspensions or revocations -- five years.

        (3) Mandatory revocations -- seven years.

    b.  Driving records of military personnel being discharged or released from active duty will be retained for two years and then destroyed.
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    c.  On request, driving records of military personnel transferred to another installation will be forwarded to the new duty station.

    d.  Driving records of retired military personnel will be retained indefinitely.

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PARKING POLICY AND REGULATIONS

1.  Vehicle Parking Policy.  All vehicle parking on NAVSTA Mayport is under the direct authority and management control of the CO.  The primary objective of vehicle parking control is to provide the best possible use of available parking spaces consistent with vehicle density, personnel convenience, safety and security demands.  Per reference (b), in higher security conditions/ postures, parking regulations are subject to change.  Consistent with reference (a), the majority of Station parking spaces will be non-reserved and available on a first-come first-served basis.

2.  Parking Area Time Limits.  Privately owned vehicles will not remain parked onboard NAVSTA Mayport for more than five consecutive days.  This regulation does not apply to Bachelor Housing (BH) and Navy Lodge registered residents parked in resident parking areas.  Persons requiring parking onboard the Station for more than five days, and not exceeding 30 days, may park in the Fire Station parking lot (parking area located west of Maine St. between the Fire Station and transient aircraft apron) and Satellite Parking (parking area located at the northeast end of the airfield runway, adjacent to the fuel depot).  Parking in excess of 30 days is considered long-term parking and arrangements may be made with the operators of the Station long-term parking facility by contacting MWR at 270-7022.  Vehicle owners not adhering to the time limit are responsible for all expenses incurred for vehicle removal and storage in the event towing is required.  If there are extenuating circumstances; i.e., short-fused contingency ops, etc., commands should contact the Security Officer to obtain permission for vehicles to be relocated to a designated daily use lot.  The NAVSTA CO will ensure Sailors are not penalized if vehicles must be moved.

3.  Parking Space Color Markings.  All parking spaces delineated for a specific use will be marked.  Reflective signs, cement tire stops or other means of identifying individual spaces or areas will be installed.  Reserved spaces will be designated by rank or position; e.g. “CO,” “0-6 and above,” only.  Designation by name is prohibited.  Blue background with white lettering will be used throughout the Station to identify reserved parking spaces.  Solid blue with no marking or lettering, or non-painted, blank curbstones denotes general parking.  Red or yellow markings/stripes identify emergency/safety zones and are “no parking” areas.

4.  General Parking Restrictions.  The following parking restrictions apply to all areas aboard the Station.  Violators are subject to citation and vehicle towing, if indicated, with the cost of towing and storage incurred by the vehicle owner.  Locations where towing is authorized will be marked as such when operationally feasible.  Vehicles are prohibited from parking under any of the following conditions:

    a.  In a Level Two or Three security restricted area.  (TOWING AUTHORIZED)

    b.  Within the 30 foot Ship’s Security Zone.  (TOWING AUTHORIZED)

    c.  Within 15 feet of a fire hydrant.  (TOWING AUTHORIZED)

    d.  Within 15 feet of any doorway leading into or from building/loading docks used primarily for repair, rework, storage, handling, packaging or shipment of government materials and supplies.  (TOWING AUTHORIZED)

    e.  Within 30 feet of a wharf/pier waterside bulkhead or any ship at berth.  (TOWING AUTHORIZED)

    f.  Positioned so the vehicle disrupts or blocks mission/operational functions (blocking driveways, vehicle ramps, doorways).  (TOWING AUTHORIZED)
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    g.  Vehicles will not be parked in such a manner as to impede or obstruct normal traffic flow or in areas marked/used for emergency purposes including an alleyway, street, lane, sidewalk or other roadway.  (TOWING AUTHORIZED)

    h.  On any landscape-improved area without the expressed permission of the CO with the exception of the grass areas adjacent to, and across from, Fleet Training Center (FTC) in certain conditions of force protection.  (TOWING AUTHORIZED)

    i.  Within 15 feet of any building unless the area has been designated as authorized parking.

    j.  Within the 20-foot clear zone of a designated security restricted area building perimeter or security fence line.

    k.  Parked in violation of posted signs or in areas not specifically designated as parking spaces or parking area, including unauthorized parking in designated spaces (i.e. CO, XO, CMC) without prior authorization.  Vehicles parking in reserved areas shall be properly identified using the designated (i.e. CO, XO, CMC) decal or pier pass.

    l.  Within five feet of any surfaced roadway unless the vehicle is parked in an authorized parking space.

    m.  Where angle parking is provided by lines or signs, vehicles shall be parked on the angle indicated.  Double parking is not permitted.  No vehicle may be parked in a manner which would prevent another vehicle from entering or leaving spaces or gaining access to a roadway.

    n.  Driven on or parked in any sandy soil, beach or area affected by tidal action and adjoining access roads.  In season, Mayport commercial fishermen have been granted an exception for boat launch and parking of their vehicles in the vicinity of the beach South Jetty.

    o.  Parked blocking trash receptacles.

    p.  Parked unattended with the keys left in the vehicle.  No vehicle will be permitted to remain standing and unattended with the engine running, even for a short period.

    q.  Vehicles, boats, trailers, etc., with “For Sale” signs will not be parked unattended in general parking areas for the sole purpose of resale.  These vehicles will be parked in the MWR Outdoor Recreation Rental building lot.  Contact MWR at 270-7022 for assistance.

    r.  Children under the age of ten years will not be left unattended in a parked vehicle.  

    s.  Pets will not be left in vehicles where inside vehicle temperatures could cause injury or death to the animal.

5.  Parking Enforcement
    a.  The Station Security Officer is responsible for the monitoring, control and enforcement of all Station parking regulations.  

    b.  The Security Officer may delegate authority, on a case-by-case basis, for commands or activities to issue parking citations in the parking areas under their respective control.  
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        (1) Approved tenant commands will forward nominations of command personnel, E-7 or above, authorized to issue parking citations to the NAVSTA Security Officer.

        (2) The NAVSTA Security Department’s Training Division will provide command nominees initial and quarterly training and enforcement guidance.  Following completion of initial training, the NAVSTA Security Officer will formally designate command nominees.  

        (3) Command personnel who fail to attend training due to operational commitments will contact the Security Department to reschedule training.  Failure to complete training will result in removal of the command’s authority to issue parking citations.

        (4) Command representatives will forward all parking violation citations to the Security Department within three workdays of issuance for appropriate enforcement actions.

        (5) Any towing will be coordinated by the NAVSTA Security Officer.

    c.  NAVSTA parking enforcement will be facilitated primarily through the issuance of traffic citations.  First-time infractions will result in a citation and the vehicle may be towed if meeting the “Towing Authorized” criteria specified in paragraph 4 above.  The second violation of any parking regulation in a one year period will result in a citation and the vehicle being towed, regardless of the nature of the violation.  The third such infraction in a one-year period will result in a citation, towing and suspension of on-base driving privileges for one month.  A fourth infraction in one year will result in citation, towing and suspension of on-base driving privileges for six months.

    d.  Handicap Parking Enforcement.  Reserved parking for handicapped individuals will be identified by the international symbol on an erected sign and similar, appropriate curbstone and/or pavement markings.  The handicapped sticker on the license plate, windshield or placard hanging from the rearview mirror will identify handicapped vehicles.  A handicapped person, as defined by municipal or state guidelines for issuing appropriate decals, must be a passenger in the vehicle whenever a vehicle is parked in a handicapped space.  Any vehicle found in violation of parking in handicapped spaces will be cited and immediately towed at the owner’s expense.  The violator will then appear before the Traffic Hearing Administrator, pay citation and towing expenses and receive the following driving privilege suspensions, as applicable:

        (1) First offense results in 30-day on-base driving privilege suspension.

        (2) Second offense results in 180-day on-base driving privilege suspension.

        (3) Third offense results in one-year on-base driving privilege suspension.

6.  Reserved Parking Assignments
    a.  Tenant or shore based commands allotted reserved parking spaces will assign those spaces based on individual needs, with an emphasis and prioritization for assigning sufficient customer service spaces first.  Commands are authorized to designate reserved parking spaces for the CO, Executive Officer (XO) and Command Master Chief (CMC).  Reserved spaces will not account for more than 10% of available parking spaces.  Commands may also designate reserved parking spaces for Department Heads, Special Assistants, up to one official visitor, up to five government vehicles and handicapped spaces. 
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MWR and Navy Exchange facilities may designate up to 5% of available parking spaces for CO NAVSTA, 0-6’s and above, COs and CMCs.  Where indicated, a minimum number of customer service spaces will be marked and designated from the total reserved spaces allocated.  Commands shall submit a complete list and diagram of reserved parking spaces to the Security Officer each time spaces are re-designated.

    b.   Handicapped Parking.  Consistent with federal guidelines for accessibility to public buildings, handicapped spaces have been assigned for buildings designated as “public access.”  Privately owned vehicles of handicapped personnel displaying authorized handicapped plates/decals issued by the city or state are authorized to park in these designated spots.

    c.  Responsible Command Authority.  Commands are assigned responsibility for the parking areas/lots near their facilities and are responsible for:

        (1) General cleanliness of the parking area, including policing of the lot for trash and refuse, as required.  

        (2) Maintenance of the parking area, to include monitoring condition of surfacing, drainage, line/striping visibility, condition and marking of parking curbs/stones, signs, and serviceability of any installed lighting, with assistance provided through the use of maintenance requests to the NAVSTA PWO.

        (3) Monitoring compliance with parking regulations and policy in their respective parking area(s). 

7.  General Parking Areas
    a.  Ship berthing areas, enclosed by security fencing, are designated as Level 1 Security Restricted Areas.  Personnel and vehicle movement in these areas will be controlled to prevent unauthorized personnel and vehicles from entering these areas.  Personnel and vehicle access to these restricted areas 

is limited to personnel, vehicles and equipment which have been granted  security authorization to enter the ships’ berthing areas in discharge of official duties or government business.                                                   

    b.  While the NAVSTA CO is responsible for the general security of ships docked in the pier and harbor areas, the ultimate responsibility for the safety and security of each ship rests with the CO of the ship.  Accordingly, Mayport ship commands are responsible for developing, implementing and enforcing internal security measures and procedures to protect the ship while docked in the Mayport Basin area.

    c.  General pier and hangar parking is primarily intended to support ship and squadron personnel.  Limited spaces (not to exceed 20% of available parking) will be designated for E-7’s and above in each general pier (A, B, C, D, E, F) and squadron parking area.  All general parking areas are under the control of the Station and designation and marking of reserved spaces will be accomplished under the direction and supervision of the NAVSTA Security Department.  When no ships are berthed at assigned piers, the NAVSTA Harbor Operations Department assumes responsibility.  Pier SOPA in each pier berthing area has the responsibility for coordinating assigned parking area cleanliness not previously assigned as follows.

        (1) Satellite Parking.  The parking area located at the northeast end of the airfield runway, adjacent to the fuel depot (Pier SOPA berthed at Charlie Piers).

        (2) Charlie Pier Parking.  The parking areas on Charlie Pier peninsula and adjacent to the runway (Perimeter Road), excluding the area cordoned-off for tug-harbormaster/pilot parking (Pier SOPA berthed at Charlie Piers).
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        (3) Bravo Pier Parking.  The parking area located north of Maine St., adjacent to Bravo Pier berths and Building 46 (Pier SOPA berthed at Bravo Piers).

        (4) Fire Station Parking.  The parking area located west of Maine St. between the Fire Station and transient aircraft apron (Pier SOPA berthed at Alpha through Delta 2 Piers).

        (5) Alpha/Delta Pier Parking.  The parking area adjacent to Delta 2 Pier and Building 36 (Pier SOPA berthed at Alpha through Delta 2 Piers).

        (6) Delta 3/4 Pier Parking.  The parking area west of the fence line enclosing Delta piers, adjacent to Building 1349 (Pier SOPA berthed at Delta 3/4 Piers).

        (7) South Wall Parking.  The parking area located directly adjacent to Massey Ave., south of Delta/Echo pier slip (Pier SOPA berthed at Delta 3/4, Echo 3 Piers).

        (8) South Wall Additional Parking (Building 54).  The parking area located south of Building 54 and accessed by driveway from Massey Ave. (Pier SOPA berthed at Delta 3/4 Piers).

        (9) Echo/Foxtrot Pier Parking.  The large parking area located adjacent to Echo and Foxtrot, north of Building 1488 (SIMA) (Southeast Regional Maintenance Center (SERMC)).

       (10) SERMC East Parking.  The parking lot east of the SERMC building (SIMA).  

    d.  Air Operations Parking.  Parking in the vicinity of Air Operations (Building 90), the Air Terminal (Building 424), and the Radar Facility (Building 437) is primarily for personnel required to support NAVSTA Mayport’s ability to operate aircraft 24 hours a day.  To support that mission, the following will apply:  

        (1) Three of the spaces in front of Building 90, adjacent to Maine St., are reserved for aircrew conducting flight planning.  The three additional spaces in front of Building 90 will be reserved for Air Operations use.

        (2) The parking lots between Buildings 424 and 437, as well as the parking lot to the east of Building 437, are primarily for Air Operations personnel.  Twenty-five spaces will be designated for NAVSTA Air Operations Department use.  Twenty-one spaces will be designated as “afloat use” parking whose use is primarily intended for CO/XO/CMC/Department Head personnel when force protection measures prevent parking in the vicinity of ships.  The balance of the spaces in these lots will remain undesignated and will be for general use.

        (3) Air Operations personnel will have identifying decals on their vehicles.

        (4) Any vehicles improperly parked in this area will be cited and possibly towed if they prevent critical operations.

        (5) It is understood that the cause of some parking congestion in the vicinity of Air Operations is due to varying force protection measures that may be in place.  NAVSTA will adjust Bravo pier pedestrian gate availability, in accordance with existing force protection measures, in order to provide afloat Sailors better access to the parking lots around Planet Mayport (Building 46) and to the north of berth Bravo Three.
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8.  Pier Area Vehicle Access/Parking.  Authorization to access/park vehicles in the ship’s berthing areas will be controlled.  All vehicles requiring pier access will be issued a green pier pass by SERMC for contractors’ ships’ maintenance support personnel and ships’ force.  Consistent with restrictions required by reference (b) and other afloat guidance vehicle parking adjacent to ships berthing is subject to the following conditions: 

    a.  Private vehicles of COs, XOs, other Officers (O5 and above), CMCs, Sailor(s) of the Year (SOY), Ombudsmen and the ship’s MWR vehicle are authorized pier parking in accordance with existing force protection guidance. Persons in these categories will be issued the appropriate rank/position identifying decal to be placed adjacent to the Station DOD Vehicle Decal which will authorize the vehicle to enter the pier area during normal operations.  Vehicles will be parked only in designated spaces.  Privately owned vehicles belonging to personnel assigned to underway ships that will not return to port on the same day will be removed from the ship’s berth parking area before the ship gets underway, including portable reserved space markers.

    b.  Conditions and space permitting, pier parking for private vehicles of other personnel, such as senior ship’s department heads and maintenance personnel will be considered on a case-by-case basis in accordance with existing force protection guidance. 

    c.  Assignment of private vehicle parking at each berthing area will be divided equally by the ships moored in that berthing area.  Additionally, parking by commercial vehicles (vendors, contractors, PW, etc.) will be monitored and controlled consistent with paragraph 4 above.  The quarterdeck of the inboard ship at each berth will monitor and enforce parking requirements.  

    d.  SERMC will provide additional ship’s force temporary (green) pier access passes for the period moored at Echo and Foxtrot berths in accordance with existing force protection guidance.

    e.  All vehicles requiring pier access (i.e., NEX vendors, pier utility and food vendors) will request temporary (blue/yellow) passes from Harbor Operations/Station Security.    

    f.  SERMC will issue temporary (green) passes for vehicles providing maintenance support; i.e., parts, material and technical assistance, to the piers.  

    g.  It is the responsibility of the receiving command to obtain temporary green pier passes at SERMC or blue/yellow temporary passes at Harbor Operations/Station Security prior to meeting and escorting vehicles onto the piers.

    h.  Pier access passes for commercial vehicles providing ships’ maintenance support at all berths will be requested in writing by contractors and issued by SERMC.  Pier access passes (green) issued by SERMC will be for the period of the maintenance support only.

    i.  All commercial vehicles must present and display an appropriate pass for pier access.

    j.  To provide a security zone, no vehicles will be parked within 30 feet of any ship at berth.  Heave industrial vehicles such as cranes, tank trucks, hull cleaning units, etc., are exempt while performing required maintenance services. 
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    k.  Storage trailers are not permitted on the piers without prior approval and spotting by Harbor Operations.

    l.  All storage trailers, storage trucks and containers must display a weather-proof placard identifying contents, point of contact (POC) and phone number for contacting the POC 24 hours a day/7 days a week.  

9.  Special Event Parking.  All commands in charge of special occasions, such as changes of command, visit ship, homecomings, etc., will coordinate parking requirements with the Station Security Officer (270-6002).  For events requiring pier access, commands will coordinate requirements with the NAVSTA Harbor Operations Officer (NAVSTA N3).  Parking areas will not be restricted or closed without permission from the NAVSTA CO.  To provide sufficient lead-time to plan traffic control operations and parking requirements, event sponsors will coordinate parking requirements at least ten days prior to the scheduled event.  Special event sponsors should provide the Security Department with sufficient personnel to assist in maintaining control of parking areas.  All other special event/VIP parking will be accommodated on a temporary basis through the re-designation of existing command assigned parking spaces.

10. Government Housing Area Parking.  Parking for residents’ vehicles will be assigned and regulated per the Housing Policy Handbook.

11. Command Parking Improvement Program Initiatives.  Carpooling.  Commands should encourage and support carpooling programs.  Working program guidelines and requests for additional reserved space allocations should be submitted to the NAVSTA Security Officer for consideration.
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OFF-ROAD AND BEACH ACCESS

1.  Purpose.  To establish procedures and provide guidance for off-road vehicle use onboard NAVSTA Mayport and provide for the conservation, protection and control of sea turtle nesting areas on the beach without impact to mission, safety or security.  

2.  Scope.  This enclosure is applicable to all personnel using the beach and off-road areas onboard NAVSTA Mayport.  Private vehicles, or vehicles not included in this enclosure, are not allowed on the beach at any time without prior approval from the Security Officer or his designated representative.  All approved beach access requests shall be authorized in writing by the Security Officer or his representative and all individuals accessing and/or driving on the beach shall have a copy of the authorization letter in their possession.  

3.  General

    a.  NAVSTA Mayport has one mile of beach area on which various activities are conducted for safety, emergency and mission-essential reasons.  From 1 May through 30 October, this beach is a prime-nesting site for federal and state endangered species of sea turtles, which must be protected.

    b.  NAVSTA Mayport has other off-road areas throughout the installation that contain federal and state endangered plants, birds, and other wildlife in danger of loss or injury due to prohibited vehicle use in these areas.

4.  Policy.  Numerous federal, state and local laws and regulations require NAVSTA Mayport to conserve and protect threatened and endangered species and their habitats.  These include:  Marine Mammal Protection Act, 16 USC 1361-1362; Sikes Act, 16 USC 670 (Conservation/Rehabilitation on Military Reservations); DODINST 4715.3, Enhancement of Endangered Species Populations; Integrated Natural Resources Management Plan, NAVSTA Mayport, November 2001; Florida Statutes, Chapter 370; U.S. Endangered Species Act 1973.

5.  Beach Driving During Sea Turtle Nesting Season - 1 May through 30 October

    a.  NAVSTA Mayport beach areas are off-limits to vehicle traffic between sunset and sunrise unless an emergency exists that requires a vehicle to enter.  If an emergency occurs, as soon as practicable after the event, a written summary will be forwarded to the Security Officer by the person/command requiring beach access.  The summary shall include the nature of the emergency, the area of the beach accessed, and the duration of the event.

    b.  The Stationary Vehicle security post located at the south property boundary will not drive beyond the assigned post area.  Headlights or interior lights will not be used at night during the nesting season unless an emergency exists.  When available, night vision devices that emit no direct light should be used.

    c.  NAVSTA Mayport beach areas are restricted to authorized Security Personnel during nighttime hours.  Beach foot patrols walking the beach during nighttime periods will use flashlights with red lens covers.  The direct light of a flashlight without a red lens may be used only when an emergency exists.  

    d.  Existing turtle nest sites will have a clear zone of no less than 30 feet from the nest.  All vehicles will remain clear of these areas with the exception of the Beaches Sea Turtle Patrol and Station Wildlife Officer who care for and monitor the nest sites under state and federal regulations.
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    e.  Beaches Sea Turtle Patrol representatives are permitted to monitor the nest sites during night hours using night vision devices.  Use of their patrol unit on the beach is acceptable due to their responsibility for the protection of the nests and turtle hatchlings. 

    f.  From sunrise to sunset, emergency, safety or mission-related driving on the beach area during nesting season shall be seaward of the previous high tide mark or just above it during high tide conditions, as conditions warrant. Lifeguard vehicles will attempt to transit the beach from their approved entry point to the lifeguard chair locations in this same manner unless an emergency exists.  

    g.  Any DOD training activity that requires access to the beach is limited to daylight hours.  To ensure compliance with state and federal laws governing threatened and endangered species, activities must notify the Station Wildlife Officer prior to using the area and upon completion.  

    h.  Removal of ruts resulting from driving on the beach will be completed as described below and in coordination with the Station Wildlife Officer.  If assistance is required with rut removal, notify the Station Wildlife Officer at least 48 hours in advance.

6.  Rut Removal/Clearing Requirements and Procedures
    a.  For nests expected to hatch within ten days, daily rut removal operations will occur around marked nests until the Beaches Sea Turtle Coordinator or Station Wildlife Officer has removed the nest barrier.  Prior coordination with the Station Wildlife Officer will be required to determine hatch date.

    b.  All ruts shall be completely removed before sunset on each day that emergency, safety or approved non-emergency military mission related beach access occurs.

    c.  Any rut greater than 1-inch deep and 3-feet long created within a 30-foot wide radius of a marked nest shall be removed.  When the ruts occur seaward of the nest, they shall be removed by making a 30-foot wide clear path (from 15-feet north of the nest to 15-feet south of the nest) from the nest to the water line.

    d.  Remove ruts either by hand using a heavy-duty garden rake that penetrates no more than 3-inches deep into the sand or by towing a section of weighted chain or chain-link fence behind a vehicle, taking care to leave no ruts in the process.  Ensure the raked area encompasses a path that is at least 30-feet wide.  Additional hand raking may be required to fill in very deep ruts.  DO NOT rakE within the marked nest area.

7.  Beach Driving, During Non-Sea Turtle Nesting Season – 1 November through 30 April

    a.  Vehicle driving restrictions listed in paragraph 5 do not apply during this time; however, all vehicles are prohibited from driving in or around the federal and state protected dune areas.

    b.  Security vehicles are authorized to make vehicle patrols of the beach area with no restrictions.

    c.  MWR and Public Works vehicles are authorized beach vehicle use on a work requirement basis or for special events and only during daylight hours.

    d.  Night use of vehicles and vehicle lights is authorized for safety and security purposes only.

    e.  All entries onto the beach area must be at the authorized vehicle entry points identified by the Security Department to prevent damage to the dune areas and beach vegetation.   

8.  Other Off-road Vehicle Use
    a.  Driving of any private off-road vehicle (ATV, RTV, Dirt Bikes, SUV or Motorcycles) in any area on the installation away from the assigned roadways is prohibited.

    b.  Vehicles used for security, maintenance or repairs that must access off-road areas are authorized to transit those areas only while using caution so as not to damage any protected wildlife or flora habitat.  
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
