1. Purpose.  To establish a formal disaster preparedness program 

for NAMTRAGRUDET-MILTON per references (a) and (b).  This instruction is designed to assign preparedness responsibilities and to provide disaster recovery information.

2. Cancellation.  NAMTGDFTHUACHUACAINST 3440.1

3. Background.  Reference (a) directs NAMTRAGRUDET-MILTON to

maintain readiness to prevent injury to personnel and damage to facilities should an emergency arise. Reference (b) provides guidance on tropical cyclone conditions of readiness within the CNET area of responsibility.  Reference (c) establishes requirements and guidelines for tenant activities of NAS Whiting Field. The Milton geographical area is not normally susceptible to adverse weather.  However, occasional hurricanes  high winds, lightening, and heavy rains have been cause to deviate from operational schedules.  In order to minimize damage to equipment and maximize safety for personnel enclosure (1) is provided to establish prevention methods to be taken during extreme weather conditions.  Enclosure (2) is the recall roster for contacting staff personnel for recall in the event of base closure or adverse weather conditions which may require notification of staff to modify existing operations schedules.

4. Responsibilities.

a. Officer In Charge is responsible for:

(1) Establishing and maintaining disaster preparedness

program.
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(2)  Assigning the Disaster Preparedness Officer (DPO).

b. Disaster  Preparedness Officer (DPO) is responsible to the

Officer In Charge for planning and implementing the disaster preparedness program, and shall:

(1) Provide annual training to all NAMTRAGRUDET-MILTON 

staff.

(2) Conduct, with the Ground Safety Officer, a quarterly 

inspection of the NAMTRAGRUDET-MILTON facilities to identify possible hazardous conditions, which could be aggravated by adverse weather.

c.  The Maintenance Chief will assist the DPO in preparing the

NAMTRAGRUDET-MILTON facility for any disaster.  He is responsible to the DPO for carrying out disaster preparedness tasks that the DPO may delegate to him.

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DISASTER PREPAREDNESS PLAN

The following is an itemized list to be followed when adverse weather conditions have been forecasted or are in effect.

A. Condition V:  Standard Condition, 1 June to 30 November.

1.  Disaster Preparedness Officer (DPO) inspects 

hurricane locker at NOLF Choctaw monthly, dates on batteries, and condition of gear.

B. Condition IV:  Destructive winds within 72 hours of NOLF 

Choctaw.  DPO reports to NAMTRAGRUDET Milton Officer In Charge 

(OIC) when set.

1. Ensure all material is on hand and properly stored 

and secured.  Inventory all hurricane locker items at NOLF Choctaw.

2. Assign duties and instruct divisional personnel in

securing operations of equipment and spaces during condition III and II and post Watch Quarter and Station Bill.  A two-section watch will go into effect on setting of condition II.

3. NAMTRAGRUDET Milton DPO will relay to the OIC that

all is secured.

C. Condition III:  Destructive winds within 48 hours of 

NOLF Choctaw.  DPO reports to OIC when set.  Break out Hurricane equipment and inspect for:

1. Flight Line:

(a) All TCUs shall be stowed in the hangar.

(b) All trashcans secured or moved inside.

(c) All rag containers emptied and moved inside.

(d) All loose items (i.e. chairs, portable 

barricades) shall be stowed

(e) The integrity of all tie-downs on all external

shelters shall be checked.
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2. Smoking area:

            (a) All butt cans emptied and put inside.

            (b) All trashcans emptied and moved inside.

            (c) All loose items secured or moved inside.

3. Hangar area:

(a) All trashcans and rag containers moved inside.

(b) All shelter doors secured.

(c) Top of trash dumpster closed.

(d) All loose items secured or moved inside.

(e) All aircraft stowed



4. DCPO will notify OIC when condition is set.

D.  Condition II:   Destructive winds within 24 hours of 

NOLF Choctaw.  DCPO will report to OIC when set. 



1.  Secure all spaces and areas. 

2. Move all computers and electronic equipment away 

from windows and wrap in plastic.  Board and tape windows.

3.  Activate two section watch bill.

4.  Personnel not required at the site will be secured 

by the LCPO via OIC.

E.  LCPO notifies Whiting operations when condition two 

is set.

F.  Condition I:  Destructive winds within 12 hours  or less

of NOLF Choctaw.  NOLF Choctaw should be fully secured with a two-section watch set.  Personnel shall remain indoors. 

G.  Lightening:   When lightening is forecast within 5nm

1. Flight Line:

(a) All antennas on the TCU shall be lowered, if

safe to do so.
