1. Purpose. To provide for the orderly managenent of vehicul ar
parki ng areas on the station. This instruction has been
substantially revised and should be reviewed in its entirety.

2. Cancellation. NASWH DBEYI NST 5560. 1D

3. Background. Autonobile parking areas are only reserved for
critical or special uses in order to maxi m ze the nunber of
spaces avail able to base residents and enpl oyees. The Public
Wrks Oficer (PWD) will allocate spaces to each building on a
case- by-case basis. This nunber will be subject to annual
review to accommodat e base growt h

4. Procedure. The follow ng system of marking parking areas
will be enployed:

a. The PMO will allocate new parking spaces or review
exi sting allocations to each facility/activity on a case-by-case
basis or as required. Allocation shall be based on buil ding
traffic, occupancy, work shifts, special requirenents, |ocation,
or other factors as necessary. All spaces will be general open
parking with the exception of reserved parking spaces addressed
i n paragraph 4d. The total nunber of parking spaces all ocated
to a specific facility/activity nmay be | ess than total personnel
occupancy. Any alteration to existing parking |ot |ayouts nust
be approved by Public Wrks, Security, and the Fire Departnent.
Requests for allocation will be submtted, in witing, to the
PWO a m ni mum of 60 days before desired inplenentation, allow ng
time for coordination with affected parties including | abor
uni on(s).

b. Handi cap parking spaces. A m ninum of one handi cap
space per handi capped enpl oyee plus one visitor handi cap space
w Il be provided. Handicapped parking wll be designated by
appropriate sign or synbol and is reserved for vehicles with
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speci al state-issued plates, decals or placards per Revised Code
of Washi ngt on.

c. Parking Coordination. Each activity will designate a
par ki ng coordinator, in witing, to assign reserved spaces. In
mul ti pl e occupancy buil di ngs, these individuals will coordinate
t he assignnent of reserved spaces, ensuring a nutual agreenent
is maintained. Should conflicts arise in the assignnment of
spaces, the PMOw Il act as an arbitrator to assist in working
towards a resolution. 1In the event a dispute arises between the
PWO and the requesting activity over parking space assignnent,
the Naval Air Station (NAS), Widbey Island Executive Oficer
will be the final authority.

d. Reserved parking spaces. Reserved parking spaces wl|
be marked by title as seen below. Additional reserved spaces
may be marked with the word “RESERVED’ and a nunber or buil di ng
nunber. All spaces, excluding permanently reserved spaces, wl|
be consi dered reserved only between 0700 and 1700. The only
permanently reserved spaces are handi capped spaces, GOV spaces,
CO XO CMC and Sailor of the Year/Quarter. Squadrons nay use
squadron synbols to mark their spaces.

(1) Commanding O ficer, Naval Air Station — CO NAS.
(2) Executive O ficer, Naval Air Station — XO NAS.

(3) Commander, Electronic Attack Wng, U S. Pacific
Fl eet — CWVW\P.

(4) Chief Staff Oficer, Electronic Attack Wng, U. S
Pacific Fleet — CSO CVW\P.

(5) Commander, Patrol and Reconnai ssance Wng TEN —
COMPATRECONW NG TEN.

(6) Chief Staff Oficer, Patrol and Reconnai ssance W ng
TEN — CSO PATRECONW NG TEN.

(7) Commanding O ficer, Naval Hospital OCak Harbor — CO
NHCH.

(8) Commanding Oficer/Executive Oficer — CJO X0

(9) Oficer in Charge, (detachnment nane) — AQC
(abbrevi at ed det achnent nane)

(10) Conmand Master Chief (CMO)
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(11) President of Anmerican Federation of Governnent
Enpl oyees (AFGE) and Chief Steward of International Association
of Machini sts and Aerospace Wrkers (1AM (at work site only).

(12) NAS Wi dbey | sland Departnent Heads (civilian or
mlitary).

(13) Enployee or Sailor of the Quarter.
(14) Enpl oyee or Sailor of the Year.

(15) Oficer/Chief Petty Oficer spaces in the squadron
par ki ng | ots.

e. Governnent Omed Vehicles. Reserved GOV parking spaces
will be marked “GOV’. No privatel y-owned vehicle shall be
parked at any tine in any space marked “GOV’ except those | eased
as government vehicles (GSA, rental), or vehicles used by the
Base Operating Support Contractor. Exceptions are as follows
and will be used only as absol utely necessary:

(1) Command Duty O ficer, Operations Duty Oficer —
CDQ' OO

(2) Anbul ance, Fire Truck, Crash Truck, Security Vehicle
or Emergency Vehicle (as appropriate).

f. Marking reserved spaces. Sqguadrons and tenant conmands
may paint their assigned spaces after coordination with the
Public Wrks Self Help Division. Self Help Division wll
provide traffic paint in the follow ng colors for painting of
par ki ng spaces: black, white, yellow, blue and red. O her
colors may be provided by the squadron or tenant command at
their own expense. Wen parking spaces are reassigned, the new
command wi |l be responsible for repainting spaces not nmarked in
accordance wth this instruction. All spaces will be marked on
t he ground.

g. Visitor Parking. Visitor parking shall be situated in
close proximty to entrances of facilities. Activities are
required to police their own areas for msuse of visitor
parking. These spaces will be marked as foll ows:

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h. To ensure adequate open parking, reserved parking areas
will be kept to a mninum Activities are required to police
their own areas and shoul d encourage Ault Field personnel to use
alternative nethods of transportation (wal king, bicycling,
carpooling, etc.) vice POvs.

5. Signage. Signs relating to parking lots are di scouraged and
wll be kept to a mnimum \Were signs are deened necessary by
the PWDO and the building representative, signs nmay be posted
delineating additional information.

6. Flight Line Parking

a. Squadron parking areas. Parking lots in the immed ate
vicinity of hangars are designated as squadron parking areas.
Encl osure (1) shows these lots on the north side of Charles
Porter Avenue and Ranger. Squadron parking will be split
equal ly anmong all commands assigned to that hangar. To allow
for mximumflexibility, squadrons will be responsible for
determ ning the extent of their own reserved parking spaces.
Handi cap parking is addressed in paragraph 4b.

b. Enclosure (2) outlines details of parking for building
385. Building 385 open parking is limted to visitors and
occupants of buil ding 385.

7. Bachelor Enlisted Quarters (BEQ. Parking lots will be
limted to BEQ residents, visitors and staff only.

a. Personnel residing in BEQ shall be issued vehicle
decal s (notorcycles exenpt) by the BEQ Manager, identifying them
as residents of their respective BEQ and authorizing themto
park in the designated barracks parking areas.

b. Vehicles with these decals are not permtted to park
along the flight line or the industrial area north of Charles
Porter Avenue and east of Langl ey Boul evard.

c. Barracks may reserve parking spaces for Resident Advisor
(RA), Barracks Petty O ficer (BPO, and Room of the Month (ROV.

d. Parking will not be permtted from 0700-1700, Mbonday
t hrough Friday, in non-BEQ parking lots that are adjacent to the

BEGs.
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e. Signs are maintained at the entrances to BEQ parKking
lots indicating they are reserved for BEQ residents, visitors
and staff.

8. Tinme Restricted Parking Areas. The follow ng parking areas
are tinme restricted and for patrons only:

a. Navy Exchange, Ault Field (Building 2749) — 2 hours
maxi mum

b. Ar Termnal (Building 2734) — 2 hours maxi num
c. Gymasium (Building 117) — 2 hours maxi hnum
d. Admral Nimtz Hall (Building 382) — 1 hour maxinmm

9. Parking Rules and Regul ati ons

a. Reserved POV Parking. No privately-owned vehicle shall
be parked at any tine in a reserved parking space between 0700
and 1700, unless the vehicle operator is, or has the perm ssion
of, the person for whomthe space is reserved. The witten
perm ssion nust be displayed promnently on the dashboard of the
vehicle to avoid citation.

b. Parking Tickets. Activities are required to police
their own areas for msuse of parking space. Al parking
tickets will be forwarded to the Mlitary Traffic Court
Magi strate, Building 180, for processing and point assessnent.
Personnel assigned to, or enployed by, the NAS have driving
privileges on NAS property which are subject to suspension under
this instruction. Personnel receiving a parking citation w ||
have the option to appear before the Mlitary Traffic Court
Magi strate to contest the citation. |If the nenber does not
appear within the allotted tine frane annotated on the citation,
it will be assunmed there is no contest (NASWH DBEYI NST 5500. 11C
pertains).

c. Parking/ dearance Requirenents

(1) No vehicle shall be parked within five feet of any
Dunpster unless vehicle is parked in a properly designated
space.

(2) No vehicle shall be parked within 15 feet of any
fire hydrant or fire hose outlet.

(3) No parked vehicle shall block any fire | ane or
i npede or obstruct the normal flow of vehicle or pedestrian
traffic.

(4) No parked vehicle shall block any manhol e outli ned
inred or any area where parking is tenporarily or permanently
prohi bited as indicated by barricade or sign.

(5) Parking on the grass anywhere is prohibited unless
aut hori zed by the Commandi ng O ficer.

d. Vehicles shall not be backed into such spaces if doing
so woul d require such vehicle to exit against the flow of
traffic.

e. No vehicle shall be parked or operated on any pier.

f. No deviations for parking policy will be permtted
wi t hout the approval of the Commandi ng O ficer, NAS Wi dbey
| sl and.

10. Labor Union Agreenents. Any changes will be consi stent
with | abor union agreenents.

11. Wirk Requests. Wk requests regardi ng parking areas may
be submtted to the Public Wrks Departnment (NAS N467), via the
Security Oficer (NAS N2), on Wrk Request (Mintenance
Managenent ), NASW 11014/ 30.
